Proposed Changes Form:  2010-2011

· Admissions/Registration may require review by Admissions & Records Council and Administrative Services Council with input from Financial Aid, and the Fiscal Offices.

· Scholastic Standards may require review by the VPs for Academic Affairs Council with input from the Faculty, the Occupational Deans, and the Admissions & Records Councils.

· Student Rights/Responsibilities may require review by the VPs for Student Affairs Council with input from students.

· Curriculum and Transfer related issues may require review by the District Curriculum Committee

Format for proposed changes:

· All proposals must be submitted on the form by a Primary Council.  Proposals from individuals that have not been reviewed and approved by a Primary Council, as well as other constituent councils, will be returned.

· Submit this form to committee co-chairs Sylvia Manlove, Andrea Buehman, and Katie Haar by November 16, 2009.  The form should be filled out in its entirety, with special emphasis on the rationale and justification for the change.  Include contact information and submitting council/committee, the rationale for the change and proposed changes in mark up format.
Process:

Final change proposals will be reviewed by the Common Pages Committee which may seek further clarification about proposed changes and the review process.  A summary of all proposed changes will be shared and disseminated to the groups at large as well as the Vice Chancellor for Academic and Student Affairs for final review.  Final recommendations for changes will be submitted to the Governance Manager for an open review process per established process and timelines, with final approval by the Chancellor in February 2010.

September 21-November 6, 2009:  Change proposals are developed and reviewed by Primary Council as well as other potentially impacted councils and committees. 

November 6-16, 2009:  Feedback received is reviewed and incorporated or reconciled.
November 16, 2009:  Proposals submitted to Common Pages Committee.

November 16-December 18, 2009:  Open comment period; review by Vice Chancellor for Academic and Student Affairs and Chancellor’s Executive Council.

January 2010:  Reconciliation of open comment, Vice Chancellor, and CEC review; final change proposals are prepared.

February 2010:  Approval by Chancellor.

March 1, 2010:  Final common pages revisions sent to colleges for placement in catalogs.

Additionally, the same approach has been taken to refine the language related to articulation agreements with postsecondary intuitions both domestic and international.

Maricopa does not specify the maximum number of credits that may transfer from a two-year or four-year postsecondary institution into Maricopa.

Maricopa does not have a general Age of Credit policy statement.
Statewide transfer policy change to “Elective or better policy” may need to be reflected in the transfer Associate’s  degrees (AA, ABus, AS) sections.

ABOR policy change on assured admission increased the GPA for the AGEC from 2.0 to a cumulative GPA of 2.5. may impact Associate’s degrees (AA, ABus, AS) sections.

Based on the recommendations of the Transfer Advisory Council, changes were made to the document which required a significant rewrite.
Transfer Credit Into MCCCD
Students who have had official transcripts sent directly to the Admissions and Records Office/Office of Student Enrollment Services may be granted credit for college-level course(s) if: 

· The coursework was completed at a regionally accredited institution. Regionally accredited institutions of higher education are those that are fully accredited by New England Association of Schools and Colleges, Middle States Association of Colleges and Schools, North Central Association of Colleges and Schools, Northwest Association of Schools and Colleges, Southern Association of Colleges and Schools, and/or Western Association of Schools and Colleges. Courses from institutions that have earned candidate status from a regional accrediting association will be reviewed on a case-by-case basis. 

· The student earned a grade of C (2.0 on a 4.0 scale) or higher. On an exception basis, P-grades may be allowed in the Arizona General Education Curriculum (AGEC) for credit transferred if documentation collected by the community college indicates that the P-grade is a C or better. The P-grade exception does not apply to credits awarded by AGEC granting/receiving institutions. 

A course that meets general education requirements at any Arizona public community college district or university will be accepted in transfer to meet comparable general education requirements at any of the Maricopa Community Colleges provided the course was completed with a grade of C or better.

Acceptance of courses that fulfill requirements other than general education is determined by individual Maricopa Community Colleges. Credits accepted in transfer do not necessarily apply to all certificates or degree programs.

Credits from foreign institutions will be reviewed for acceptance. It is the student's responsibility to have all such transcripts translated into English and evaluated by an International Student Evaluation Service before submitting them to the college.

Appendix S-2 
Transfer Articulation Guidelines

Articulation Agreements 

The Maricopa Community Colleges are dedicated to creating transfer partnerships with four-year colleges and universities. These partnerships are formalized through district-wide articulation agreements. These articulation agreements are designed to help students make a smooth transition when transferring from one of the Maricopa Community Colleges to a four-year institution. Transfer Articulation from Arizona Public Community College Districts and Universities into the Maricopa Community Colleges
Maricopa is a participant in the Arizona statewide transfer system. The aztransfer.com website is the official source of information for the statewide articulation agreements between the Arizona public community colleges and universities (Arizona State University, Northern Arizona University, and University of Arizona).

Transfer Articulation with the Maricopa Skill Center and the Southwest Skill Center
The Maricopa Community Colleges have agreements with the Maricopa Skill Center and the Southwest Skill Center in limited areas of study. Students who have participated in these agreements may be granted credit for prior learning. No fees will be assessed for credits awarded for prior learning. Articulated course/program credit is transferable within the Maricopa Community Colleges, but may not necessarily be transferable to other colleges or universities. Students should contact the Admissions and Records Office/Office of Student Enrollment Services for transfer credit policies and an academic advisor for a program of study.
TRANSFER CREDIT INTO MCCCD
A STUDENT ENTERING INTO ONE OF THE MARICOPA COMMUNITY COLLEGES AFTER HAVING ATTENDED ANOTHER POST-SECONDARY INSTITUTION CAN HAVE COURSEWORK EVALUATED FOR TRANSFER CREDIT.  TO BE ELIGIBLE FOR EVALUATION, COURSE WORK MUST APPEAR ON AN OFFICIAL TRANSCRIPT FROM THE INSTITUTION THAT OFFERED THE COURSE WORK.  THE ADMISSIONS AND RECORDS OFFICE AT THE RECEIVING INSTITUTION WILL COMPLETE A COURSE-BY-COURSE EVALUATION FOR ALL SUBMITTED TRANSCRIPTS.  THE AWARD OF TRANSFER CREDIT SHALL NOT EXPRESS OR IMPLY THAT ALL TRANSFER CREDIT WILL BE FULLY APPLICABLE TOWARD MARICOPA ASSOCIATE’S DEGREE REQUIREMENTS.  TRANSFER CREDIT THAT MAY BE APPLIED TO MEET ASSOCIATE’S DEGREE REQUIREMENTS AT A MARICOPA COLLEGE IS NOT NECESSARILY TRANSFERABLE TO OTHER COLLEGES AND UNIVERSITIES.  THE PROCESS AND POLICIES THAT GOVERN THE AWARD OF TRANSFER CREDIT ARE AS FOLLOWS:
INTER-INSTITUTIONAL: ACCEPTANCE OF COURSES THAT FULFILL DEGREE REQUIREMENTS IS DETERMINED BY INDIVIDUAL MARICOPA COLLEGES.  CREDITS ACCEPTED IN TRANSFER FROM OTHER MARICOPA COLLEGES DO NOT NECESSARILY APPLY TO ALL MARICOPA CERTIFICATES OR DEGREE PROGRAMS.
MARICOPA SKILL CENTER AND THE SOUTHWEST SKILL CENTER: THE MARICOPA COMMUNITY COLLEGES HAVE AGREEMENTS WITH THE MARICOPA SKILL CENTER AND THE SOUTHWEST SKILL CENTER IN LIMITED AREAS OF STUDY. STUDENTS WHO HAVE PARTICIPATED IN THESE AGREEMENTS MAY BE GRANTED CREDIT FOR PRIOR LEARNING. NO FEES WILL BE ASSESSED FOR CREDITS AWARDED FOR PRIOR LEARNING. ARTICULATED COURSE/PROGRAM CREDIT IS TRANSFERABLE WITHIN THE MARICOPA COMMUNITY COLLEGES, BUT MAY NOT NECESSARILY BE TRANSFERABLE TO OTHER UNIVERSITIES AND COLLEGES. STUDENTS SHOULD CONTACT THE ADMISSIONS AND RECORDS OFFICE/OFFICE OF STUDENT ENROLLMENT SERVICES FOR SPECIFIC TERMS RELATED TO THESE AGREEMENTS.
ARIZONA PUBLIC COMMUNITY COLLEGES AND UNIVERSITIES:  A COURSE THAT MEETS GENERAL EDUCATION REQUIREMENTS AT ANY ARIZONA PUBLIC COMMUNITY COLLEGE DISTRICT OR UNIVERSITY WILL BE ACCEPTED IN TRANSFER TO MEET COMPARABLE GENERAL EDUCATION REQUIREMENTS AT ANY OF THE MARICOPA COMMUNITY COLLEGES PROVIDED THE COURSE WAS COMPLETED WITH A GRADE OF C OR BETTER. ON AN EXCEPTION BASIS, P-GRADES MAY BE ALLOWED IN THE ARIZONA GENERAL EDUCATION CURRICULUM (AGEC) FOR CREDIT TRANSFERRED IF DOCUMENTATION COLLECTED BY THE COMMUNITY COLLEGE INDICATES THAT THE P-GRADE IS A C OR BETTER. THE P-GRADE EXCEPTION DOES NOT APPLY TO CREDITS AWARDED BY AGEC GRANTING/RECEIVING INSTITUTIONS. 
ACCEPTANCE OF COURSES THAT FULFILL DEGREE REQUIREMENTS IS DETERMINED BY INDIVIDUAL MARICOPA COMMUNITY COLLEGES.
DOMESTIC INSTITUTIONS (U.S.): THE EVALUATION AND AWARD OF COMMUNITY COLLEGE TRANSFER CREDIT FOR COURSEWORK ORIGINATING AT U.S. INSTITUTIONS THAT ARE REGIONALLY ACCREDITED WILL BE BASED ON OFFICIAL TRANSCRIPTS FROM ALL INSTITUTIONS PREVIOUSLY ATTENDED.  REGIONALLY ACCREDITED INSTITUTIONS OF HIGHER EDUCATION ARE THOSE THAT ARE FULLY ACCREDITED BY NEW ENGLAND ASSOCIATION OF SCHOOLS AND COLLEGES, MIDDLE STATES ASSOCIATION OF COLLEGES AND SCHOOLS, NORTH CENTRAL ASSOCIATION OF COLLEGES AND SCHOOLS, NORTHWEST ASSOCIATION OF SCHOOLS AND COLLEGES, SOUTHERN ASSOCIATION OF COLLEGES AND SCHOOLS, AND/OR WESTERN ASSOCIATION OF SCHOOLS AND COLLEGES. COURSES FROM INSTITUTIONS THAT HAVE EARNED CANDIDATE STATUS FROM A REGIONAL ACCREDITING ASSOCIATION WILL BE REVIEWED ON A CASE-BY-CASE BASIS. 
THE ADMISSIONS AND RECORDS OFFICE AT THE RECEIVING INSTITUTION WILL COMPLETE A COURSE-BY-COURSE EVALUATION FOR ALL SUBMITTED TRANSCRIPTS, AND WILL DETERMINE THE ACCEPTANCE AND APPLICABILITY OF TRANSFER CREDIT TOWARD ASSOCIATE’S DEGREE REQUIREMENTS.
FOREIGN INSTITUTIONS:  CREDITS FROM FOREIGN INSTITUTIONS WILL BE REVIEWED FOR ACCEPTANCE.  IT IS THE STUDENT'S RESPONSIBILITY TO HAVE ALL TRANSCRIPTS TRANSLATED INTO ENGLISH AND EVALUATED BY AN INTERNATIONAL STUDENT EVALUATION SERVICE BEFORE SUBMITTING THEM TO THE COLLEGE.
LIMITATIONS ON THE AWARD OF TRANSFER CREDIT:  GENERALLY, THE MARICOPA COMMUNITY COLLEGES WILL NOT AWARD CREDIT FOR COURSES COMPLETED AT INSTITUTIONS NOT REGIONALLY ACCREDITED. 

TRANSFER CREDIT FROM MCCCD
THE MARICOPA COMMUNITY COLLEGES HAVE DEVELOPED FORMAL AGREEMENTS TO FACILITATE THE TRANSFER OF CREDIT TO FOUR YEAR COLLEGES AND UNIVERSITIES.  THIS IS ACCOMPLISHED THROUGH THE DEVELOPMENT OF COURSE AND PROGRAM ARTICULATION AGREEMENTS.  THE MARICOPA COMMUNITY COLLEGES ARTICULATE WITH PRIVATE, PUBLIC, AND INTERNATIONAL BACCALAUREATE DEGREE GRANTING INSTITUTIONS THAT HAVE ACHIEVED FULL ACCREDITATION OR CANDIDACY STATUS WITH A REGIONAL ACCREDITATION COMMISSION. MARICOPA TRANSFER AGREEMENTS ARE ON BEHALF OF THE DISTRICT AS A WHOLE AND NOT WITH INDIVIDUAL COLLEGES WITHIN THE DISTRICT. COURSES TAKEN AT ANY OF THE MARICOPA COMMUNITY COLLEGES ARE EQUALLY TRANSFERABLE BY INSTITUTIONS WISHING TO ARTICULATE.  THE PROCESSES AND POLICIES THAT GOVERN THE TRANSFER OF CREDIT ARE AS FOLLOWS:
INTER-INSTITUTIONAL:  STUDENTS WHO TRANSFER FROM ONE MARICOPA COMMUNITY COLLEGE TO ANOTHER MUST HAVE TRANSCRIPTS SENT TO THE RECEIVING INSTITUTION FOR EVALUATION. ACCEPTANCE OF COURSES THAT FULFILL ASSOCIATE'S DEGREE REQUIREMENTS OTHER THAN GENERAL EDUCATION IS DETERMINED BY INDIVIDUAL MARICOPA COMMUNITY COLLEGES. CREDITS TRANSFERRED FROM ONE MARICOPA COLLEGE TO ANOTHER MAY NOT NECESSARILY APPLY TO ALL MARICOPA CERTIFICATES OR DEGREE PROGRAMS.
ARIZONA PUBLIC COMMUNITY COLLEGES AND UNIVERSITIES:  MARICOPA IS A PARTICIPANT IN THE ARIZONA STATEWIDE TRANSFER SYSTEM. THE AZTRANSFER.COM WEBSITE IS THE OFFICIAL SOURCE OF INFORMATION FOR THE STATEWIDE ARTICULATION AGREEMENTS BETWEEN THE ARIZONA PUBLIC COMMUNITY COLLEGES AND UNIVERSITIES (ARIZONA STATE UNIVERSITY, NORTHERN ARIZONA UNIVERSITY, AND UNIVERSITY OF ARIZONA).  INCLUDED ON THE AZTRANSFER.COM SITE IS THE COURSE EQUIVALENCY GUIDE (CEG), WHICH SHOWS HOW COURSES TRANSFER FROM ARIZONA PUBLIC AND TRIBAL INSTITUTIONS TO ARIZONA STATE UNIVERSITY, NORTHERN ARIZONA UNIVERSITY AND THE UNIVERSITY OF ARIZONA.
