District level:	The District Curriculum Committee would evaluate general education proposals for proposed general education requirements for the AGS degree and the AAS General Education Requirements.  The District Curriculum Committee receives ASU General Studies Proposals as informational items.  The General Education Faculty Representative reviews the ASU General Studies proposals for completeness and accuracy of the entire proposal including attachments.





Approval





University level:	University action required on General Studies proposals submitted.





District level:	The District Curriculum Committee recommends action to the MCCCD Governing Board on General Education proposals for the AGS degree and the AAS General Education Requirements. 


The MCCCD Governing Board takes action on the AGS and AAS general education requirements as well as the updated degrees for the AA, AS, AA EE, AA FA, ABus and the ATP.  The degrees reflect the gains and/or losses of general education designations at course level and how they apply at program level.  This action occurs at the time the updated Catalog Common Pages are submitted to the Governing Board by the District Curriculum Office.
