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New Course Proposals Submitted
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Course Modification Proposals Submitted 
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The New Course Proposals graph reflects the percentage per college of course proposals submitted overall.  It appears that Mesa Community College submitted the largest number of new course proposals followed by Phoenix College and Rio Salado College. This does not include IND170 suffixed courses, experimental courses, or common competencies courses.

The Course Modifications Proposals graph reflects the percentage per college of course proposals submitted overall.  The modifications are not inclusive of all course information that was processed for change.  Repeat rules for example are not included in this report.  Gateway Community College and Rio Salado College submitted the largest number of course modification proposals. This does not include IND170 suffixed courses, experimental courses, or common competencies courses.
