Program Proposals Submitted by College
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Types of Program Proposals Submitted 
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The Program Proposals Submitted by College has Phoenix College producing the highest number of proposals on occupational programs.  This does not include Associate in Transfer Partnership degrees but may include Academic Certificates.

The Types of Program Proposals Submitted has the largest number of proposals addressing occupational programs.  The next highest number addresses the development of new occupational certificates or degrees that come through the program modification process.  Eight percent of the overall program proposals were new programs requiring an Early Alert to be submitted and processed for approval before the program is developed.  Eight percent of the program proposals addressed program deletions.  This does not include Associate in Transfer Partnership degrees.
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
