MCCCD Background Information

MCCCD is the largest single provider of postsecond-
ary education in Arizona, offering affordable education
to over 260,000 people year round in both credit and
special interest/non-credit courses.

The Maricopa Community Colleges offer a wide range
of quality academic, career and technical, and per-
sonal interest programs to meet the needs of students
throughout Maricopa County. Students planning to
transfer may earn the 35-credit hour Arizona General
Education Curriculum core (AGEC) or one of the fol-
lowing transfer degrees: Associate in Arts, Associate
in Business, Associate in Science, or specialized de-
grees in Elementary Education and Fine Arts. Numer-
ous Associate of Applied Science degrees are de-
signed for students seeking technical expertise or up-
grading skills in a specific career area. Non-credit
personal interest courses are available in many areas
including the arts, computer technology, personal de-
velopment, and financial management.
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The district is the largest provider of workforce training
in Arizona, with programs in areas such as nursing and
allied health, information technologies, business, con-
struction and manufacturing, public services (police and
fire science), and design fields. Through its Center for
Workforce Development, the district serves as a central
resource for information about the labor market, local
and national economic and workforce trends, and work-
force issues.
