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	The 2007 First Regular Session of the 48th Arizona Legislature concluded on June 20, 2007 at 10:58 p.m. The session lasted a total of 164 days and tied for the 5th longest in Arizona history. Many statutory changes were proposed to affect policies and funding of community colleges. 

	
For 2007 there were a total of 1434 bills introduced.  Of those, the Legislature approved 318. The Governor signed 296 bills and vetoed 22.  In addition, there were 114 memorial resolutions introduced of which 22 were approved by the Legislature.  Detailed here are the bills of interest to Arizona’s community colleges for the 2007 Regular Session.  They are cross-referenced in different formats to aid review.

	The general effective date for 2007 enactments not containing an “emergency” clause, or other specified date is the 91st day after the Legislature adjourns the session (sine die).  For this past regular legislative session, the general effective date is 12:01 a.m. September 19, 2007.

2007 Session

Issue Summary

Maricopa Government Relations provides this summary as a means to describe the 2007 legislative session.  Bills are further detailed in the attached report.

The Legislature adjourned sine die at 10:58pm on Wednesday, June 20th. This was the second year that the Legislature adjourned on the 164th day of session, which is a tie for the fifth longest session in 40 years. The general effective date for legislation not containing an emergency clause or date otherwise noted is September 19th, 2007. 

Budget

The JLBC baseline and OSPB budgets recommended full funding for community colleges. Subgroups met to discuss cuts to dual enrollment, hold harmless and equalization.  Community college budgets were held for several weeks during the subcommittee process.  The session concluded with full funding for Maricopa. 

Prop. 300 implementation

Implementation of Proposition 300 was a significant issue for Maricopa this session. This issue took many forms. At first, a footnote was introduced in the budget process to address higher education and agency budgets that have implementation responsibilities under Prop. 300.  At one point the footnote approach was the preferred method from the Senate and Governor’s office, but in the last few days of session, a stand-alone bill was chosen to be the vehicle for implementation.  

Immigration/employer sanctions

This bill originally contained provisions related to political subdivision contract monitoring and procurement processes.  Political subdivisions were ultimately removed from this legislation. This bill (signed by the Governor) now affects Maricopa only as an employer in this state by requiring the use of the Basic Pilot Program.  The Governor has stated that a special session may be needed to open employer sanctions legislation for correction.  

State board

A significant issue Maricopa faced was related to a statewide community college governance board. The House Higher Ed chair, board members, Chancellors, Presidents and ACCA attended several meetings to discuss governance.  Legislation was introduced that would have simply re-established the community college board that was abolished 5 years ago. The legislative session ended without agreement being reached. Community college governance will likely be a large area of focus for next session. 

Dual enrollment

The Ad Hoc Committee on Dual Enrollment met in December 2006 and recommended a number of reforms to dual enrollment programs. The recommended reforms included a 50% reduction in state funding, legislative tuition control, uniform contracts between community colleges and school districts, and more restrictions on student admittance to the program. When the legislative session convened, Senator Linda Gray introduced SB1068, which included all the recommendations of the Ad Hoc Committee.  Senator O’Halleran and Senator Gray held stakeholder meetings on the issue. Ultimately, the bill passed with reporting changes, IGA template modifications and modifications to admittance options. 

JCCR

The 2nd issuance of Maricopa’s bond received a favorable review from the JCCR on January 23rd.  

Academic freedom

Maricopa worked with the higher education community, our internal community and the sponsor of the legislation to provide documentation of statements and avenues for students to obtain information about their rights and responsibilities.  

Fingerprinting

Prior to introduction, this legislation was drafted to mandate the use of DPS for fingerprinting health science students. Through meetings and conversations with our internal stakeholders we learned that a stringent requirement of DPS may not be feasible for community colleges as other resources are often utilized for background checks. Discussion within our community and with the universities prompted a change in the introduced bill to allow a public or private postsecondary institution’s program (that requires clinical training in health care facilities) to require a person to obtain a valid fingerprint clearance card as a condition of acceptance as a health sciences student or as a condition of employment as a clinical assistant.   

Early graduation scholarship

This bill establishes the Early Graduation Scholarship Program and states that the Commission on Postsecondary Education must administer the scholarship program in conjunction with ADE and provide eligible students with a grant to pay a specified amount for tuition, books and fees charged by a qualifying postsecondary institution not to exceed two academic years.  This bill transformed several times throughout the session and was vetoed before another version was introduced as an amendment that was successfully passed and signed.  

Energy savings bill

HB 2497 required community college districts to reduce their energy use by 15% per square foot of floor area by July 1, 2011 and requires specified state agencies and community college districts to reduce their energy use by 20% per square foot of floor area by July 1, 2015.  This bill ultimately did not proceed through the process.

Math/science/special ed student loan program

HB 2791 establishes the Math, Science and Special Education Teacher Student Loan Program.  Community colleges were included in the original bill related to the teacher shortage loan program. The issue was amended into a budget bill where language was adopted to allow only university student participation. 

Firearms bill

HB 2457 provides that this state, a county, a city or town or any other political subdivision of this state cannot prohibit an AZ POST certified peace officer from carrying a firearm. This bill became even more significant during session with the Virginia Tech tragedy.
3 + 1 issues/Transfer 
Draft language was prepared by a legislator that was intended to open the door to more credit transfer and to resolve articulation issues as seen from a faculty perspective. The bill was ultimately not introduced. District leadership and Government Relations worked to facilitate meetings with internal stakeholders and the Representative in order to open the lines of communication on the topic.

Tuition waivers

Several bills were proposed and amended this session addressing tuition waivers for community colleges and universities.  Examples are: National Guard members, reservists, Purple Heart recipients, and spouses of these qualified populations (including those spouses and children of the spouse that died in a combat death) and DPS employees. The proposal that proceeded through a budget bill requires community college districts and the Arizona Board of Regents to provide a tuition waiver scholarship to the child or spouse of a member of the United States Armed Forces who was an Arizona resident or was stationed in Arizona and who was killed in the line of duty or who died from injuries suffered in the line of duty while traveling to or from duty.  
Workforce formula bill

This appropriations request for weighted FTSE required more research before the bill proceeded through the process.

Property taxes

Property tax proposals from this session were found to have little or no impact on Maricopa.   

Retirement

We worked with ASRS and legislative and Governor’s staff to express interest in and support of ASRS bills dealing with appropriations and long-term disability changes.

Out of county tuition

A new formula for out of county tuition was proposed that did not harm community college funding.  This bill did not proceed through the process; however a one-time appropriation for Apache, Greenlee and Santa Cruz was made through the appropriations process. The formula bill will likely be addressed again next year.

Of the $1,200,000 appropriated to the rural county reimbursement subsidy line item, Apache county will receive $559,200, Greenlee county $459,300, and Santa Cruz county $181,500.
Of the $1,505,700 Navajo community college receives in capital outlay state aid, $1,000,000 shall be used to construct a public safety and emergency services training facility in Navajo county to be operated and controlled by the Northland pioneer community college.  The appropriation is exempt from the provisions of section 35-190, Arizona Revised Statutes, relating to the lapsing of appropriations.
It is the intent of the legislature that in fiscal year 2008-2009, Navajo community college district shall receive $1,000,000 in state general fund monies for construction of a public safety training facility operated and controlled by Northland pioneer community college.
HB2786

general revenues; budget reconciliation

Makes changes related to the financial reporting of the state General Fund and the abandonment period for unclaimed property.  Continues changes made to the collection of fees by the Department of Insurance (DOI) and the State Real Estate Department (Real Estate).  Appropriates $1 million to the Department of Economic Security (DES) in FY 2007-2008 and $25 million in each of FYs 2007-2008 through 2010-2011 to the Arizona Twenty-First Century Competitive Initiative Fund (21st Century Fund).  Chapter: 260
HB2790(SB1094)

budget reconciliation; K-12 education

HB 2790 is the budget reconciliation bill that makes changes to the statutes related to K-12 education. Chapter: 264

Joint Technological Education Districts

· Funds state aid for JTEDs in FY 2007-2008 at 91.8 percent of the amount that otherwise would be provided by law and reduces JTED budget limits accordingly.

· Specifies the FY 2007-2008 equalization formula funding for a JTED at an amount not less than the funding the JTED received in FY 2006-2007, except for reductions due to changes in student counts, net assessed property values, prior year adjustments or correction or other technical factors, and directs ADE to adjust applicable budgets limits accordingly.

· Defines “equalization formula funding” as the sum of the JTED’s district support level, capital outlay revenue limit and soft capital allocation.


Arizona Government Education Fund (AGEF)
· Establishes the AGEF to be administered by the ADE, consisting of legislative appropriations, gifts, grants and donations.  The monies in AGEF are exempt from lapsing. 

· Requires the ADE to use monies from the AGEF to contract with a third party to provide annual, week-long high school civics courses with focus on state government to be held at a public and private postsecondary institution in the state.  
· Requires the civics courses to be sponsored by a federally chartered national veterans’ organization that has at least 50 years of experience in providing civics education.
· Appropriates $100,000 from the state General Fund in FY 2007-2008 to the ADE for the AGEF to fund for the high school civic courses conducted on the campus of the public and private postsecondary institutions. These monies are exempt from lapsing.  

HB2791(SB1095)

budget reconciliation; higher education

HB 2791 is the budget reconciliation bill that makes changes to the statutes relating to higher education. Chapter: 265

· Allows, beginning with the spring semester of 2008, the ABOR to grant up to five-year loans for the cost of resident tuition, instructional materials and fees, on a first come, first serve basis, to eligible in-state students pursuing a teaching degree in mathematics, science and special education at a public university in the state and who agree to a service commitment to teach in a public school in the state in mathematics, science or special education.

· Expands the availability of the existing tuition waiver scholarship at a public university or community college to include a child or spouse of a member of the United States armed forces killed in the line of duty or who died from injuries while in the line of duty, who is a resident of the state and stationed in the state, upon verification of the Arizona Department of Veteran’s Services.
Education

SB1046

school governing board; candidate statement

SB 1046 requires each school district governing board candidate to submit a statement and photograph to the county school superintendent, who is required to publish these statements on their website with a link to all of the school districts and their respective candidates. Chapter: 190
SB1068

schools; dual enrollment reforms

Modifies the admission requirements for a student enrolled in a community college course offered at a high school campus and establishes additional reporting requirements and a uniform format for the intergovernmental agreements between the community college district and the school districts and charters for dual enrollment programs. Chapter: 229

SB1069/HB2151

postsecondary education grants; implementation

SB 1069 changes eligibility requirements for participation in the Postsecondary Education Grant Program, clarifies that the grants from the Grant Program are capped at a maximum of four years, adds a prohibition on private postsecondary employees and their family members from participation under specified criteria and requires students to supply specified documentation as proof of graduation from high school.  Additionally, school districts and charter schools are required to participate in and promote to students the Early Graduation Scholarship Program.  The Commission on Postsecondary Education must administer the Scholarship Program in conjunction with the Arizona Department of Education and provide eligible students with a grant to pay a specified amount for tuition, books and fees charged by a qualifying postsecondary institution not to exceed two academic years. CHAPTER: 280

SB1122

unorganized territory; school district annexation

SB 1122 allows a unified school district governing board to authorize a boundary change to include a noncontiguous unorganized territory if specified criteria are met. Chapter: 191
SB1164

school redistricting commission; unification

SB 1164 is an emergency measure that requires the county school superintendent to dissolve any school district that does not offer a full-time instructional program that transports at least 350 pupils to an adjacent school district or districts annually and requires the school district to annex the geographic boundaries to the adjacent school district.  Additionally, SB 1164 requires the School District Redistricting Commission to consider combining a school district that transports all of their students to another school district with a new or existing school district.  Finally, the Commission must consider a Superintendent contract buy-out when considering a unification plan. Chapter: 283

SB1522

schools; test scores; academic gains

SB 1522 allows the Arizona Department of Education and the Superintendent of Public Instruction to calculate academic gains statewide, for each school district and each school on the Arizona Instrument to Measure Standards test for each statutory classification for students in grades K-12 by comparing average scale scores of students for the current and previous academic year, and allows the ADE and the Superintendent to develop a classification label for school districts and charter school operators. Chapter: 200
SB1571

job training; extension; prohibitions

Delays until January 1, 2012, the repeal of the Arizona Job Training Program (Program) and related provisions.  Restricts grants from the Job Training Fund (Fund) for specified purposes and allows the monies from the Fund allotted for small businesses and businesses in rural areas to accrue.  Modifies the composition of the Governor’s Council on Workforce Policy. CHAPTER: 293

HB 2021
health sciences students; fingerprinting

Allows a public or private postsecondary institution’s program that requires clinical training in health care facilities to require a person to obtain a valid fingerprint clearance card as a condition of acceptance as a health sciences student or as a condition of employment as a clinical assistant.  Chapter: 205
HB2193

provisional community college districts; continuation 

HB 2193 removes the ending date for the provisional community college district program. Chapter: 13

HB2202

schools; adult education fees

HB 2202 allows the Division of Adult Education to review, approve and monitor a fee structure that considers an individual’s ability to pay, that includes a sliding scale fee schedule, based on household income to be assessed to individuals participating in the adult education program implemented by adult education providers to ensure the fee structures meet state and federal law.  Any fees collected must only be used to support and expand adult education instruction and must not supplant existing state and federal funding. Chapter: 184
HB2305

 school districts; budget; miscalculations; receivership

HB 2305 is an emergency measure that allows school districts that miscalculated or overexpended specified budgets to retroactively correct these errors over a specified period if certain conditions are met, with accrued interest to be paid at a rate determined by the Superintendent of Public Instruction.  For school districts that utilize specified overexpenditure corrections provisions, the State Board of Education is required to immediately place the school districts under receivership.  Additionally, HB 2305 establishes the 10-member Joint Legislative Study Committee on K-12 School District Receivership charged with specified duties, continues the school district receivership statutes until the sine die adjournment of the 48th Legislature, Second Regular Session and requires a school district to adjust the Transportation Revenue Control Limit (TRCL) to equal the Transportation Support Level (TSL) if the TSL exceeds the TRCL in any budget year. Chapter: 234
HB2332

school governing board; admission; nonresidents

HB 2332 retroactively allows a school district governing board to admit children who are residents of the United States, but who are nonresidents of this state, without the payment of tuition when certain conditions are met.  Additionally, a governing board in this state must either pay tuition or charge tuition to another state if the number of Arizona resident pupils from this state exceeds the number of nonresident pupils that are admitted to this state, or vice versa, respectively. CHAPTER: 274

HB2468

schools; flag size

HB 2468 allows a flag which does not meet current specifications to remain in place as long as it is visible and easily recognized until it needs to be replaced.  Chapter: 89
Legal/Construction/Contracts/Procurement

HB2111

corporation and LLC omnibus

Makes changes to the statutes to conform the regulations for corporations and limited liability companies. Chapter: 4
HB2195

workers' compensation; death benefits

Increases the cap on workers’ compensation benefits and the amount of compensation that is paid to the surviving children of a worker whose death is caused by an employment-related injury under specified circumstances. CHAPTER: 271

HB 2200

contractors; requirements; construction contracts
HB 2200 adds new requirements for contractual agreements for all construction projects that exceed $1,000 and clarifies the two-year time period for filing a complaint against a contractor. Chapter: 224
HB2208

open meetings; minutes; recordings

HB 2208 allows a subcommittee, advisory board or commission of a city or town with a population of 2,500 or more 10 days to post legal action. Chapter: 71

HB2245

minimum wage; employers; liability

An emergency measure that exempts from liability an employer or entity that fails to pay the minimum wage due to reliance on a regulation, order or policy of the Industrial Commission of Arizona (ICA).  Contains requirements for enactment for initiatives and referendums (Proposition 105). Chapter: 272
HB2457

firearms; peace officers

HB 2457 provides that this state, a county, a city or town or any other political subdivision of this state cannot prohibit an AZPOST certified peace officer from carrying a firearm. Chapter: 79
HB2467

public programs; eligibility

Requires the submission of documentation demonstrating lawful presence and prohibits self-declaration of lawful presence in the U.S. for certain public programs.  CHAPTER: 275

HB2627

prime contracting; property owners

Establishes a mechanism to determine transaction privilege tax (TPT) liability under the prime contracting classification of former property owners who make improvements that are not included in the original sales contract after the property’s title has been transferred to a new owner. Chapter 188

HB2779

fair and legal employment act

HB 2779 contains provisions relating to identity theft, license eligibility of employers in Arizona, verification of the employment eligibility of employees and establishes the eight-member Employer Sanctions Legislative Study Committee.  In addition, HB 2779 appropriates $2,600,000 from the state General Fund FY 2007-08 for carrying out the provisions of the bill. SB1200

public supplemental defined contribution plans

SB 1200 modifies employee and employer contribution requirements for supplemental defined contribution plans. Chapter: 98

SB 1556 denies Arizona State Retirement System membership eligibility to postdoctoral scholars employed by an Arizona public university. CHAPTER: 173

HB2145

ASRS; long-term disability amendments

HB 2145 increases offsets of Social Security for long-term disability (LTD) benefits, precludes payment of benefits for some preexisting conditions, and allows the Arizona State Retirement System (ASRS) to recover overpayments by reducing ASRS or LTD monthly benefits. Chapter: 114

HB2078

property tax commission; sunset continuation

HB2392

expenditure limitation election
HB 2392 allows the City of Mesa to hold its home rule expenditure limit election on an alternative date in 2007 or 2008 and imposes a penalty if the City fails to hold its next election at the next regularly scheduled election for the nomination or election of members of its governing board. Chapter: 241
HB2657
property tax; electric generation valuation

HB 2657 revises the method for valuing the land used by an electric generation facility:
- Stipulates the value of land used by an electric generation facility is the cost to the current owner.
- Defines electric generation facility to include all land, buildings and personal property that is used for the generation of electric power.
- Applies retroactively to taxable years from and after December 31, 2006.

HB2784

2007 tax reduction package

Accelerates the class 1 property assessment ratio reduction.  Creates an increased accelerated depreciation schedule for personal property purchased beginning 2008 for property tax purposes.  Establishes an individual income tax subtraction for contributions to a qualified 529 college savings plan.  Establishes a tax credit for donations to the Military Family Relief Fund, creates the Military Family Relief Fund and appropriates $100,000 to the Military Family Relief Fund.  Exempts sales of admission to the 2009 National Basketball Association (NBA) All-Star game and other related events from the transaction privilege tax. Chapter: 258
Bills that failed to pass (Did not Pass -DNP)
SB1013

national guard; tuition waivers; spouses

Allows a public university or community college to award a tuition waiver scholarship to the spouse of a current or former member of the National Guard who received a Purple Heart on or after September 11, 2001, or was medically discharged due to an injury in the line of duty. DNP
SB1017

tuition waivers; purple heart recipients

Appropriates $914,000 from the state General Fund in FY 2007-2008 to create the Purple Heart Postsecondary Tuition Scholarship Program (Scholarship Program), which replaces the existing tuition waiver scholarship program for current or former members of the National Guard who are Purple Heart recipients or were medically discharged while in the line of duty. DNP
SB1022

qualified immunity; public entities; employees

Adds new language regarding the liability of a public entity and employee. DNP

SB1027

state equalization property tax; repeal

Eliminates the state equalization property tax rate.  Contains requirements for enactment for initiatives and referendums (Proposition 105). DNP
SB1028/HB2400

accelerate class one tax reduction

SB 1028 accelerates the class 1 property assessment ratio reduction. DNP
SB1038

personal property tax; accelerated depreciation

Creates an increased accelerated depreciation schedule for personal property purchased beginning in 2008 for property tax purposes. DNP
SB1060

ASRS; federal conforming changes

The strike everything amendment to SB 1060 limits an ASRS member’s ability to receive a return of their employer’s contribution and allows ASRS to recover errors in computation of benefits by reducing that benefit. DNP

SB1077
water utility systems; valuation
This bill prescribes a maximum property valuation for water utility systems regulated by the Arizona Corporation Commission. DNP

SB1081/HB2385

community colleges; nonresident county; tuition

Requires the Joint Legislative Budget Committee (JLBC) and the Governor’s Office of Strategic Planning and Budgeting (OSPB) to jointly determine, through a statutory formula, the amount of state General Fund monies necessary to partially offset the counties’ costs for their residents to attend established community college districts. DNP

SB1094

budget reconciliation; K-12 education

Makes statutory and session law changes necessary to implement the FY 2007-2008 budget related to K-12 education funding. DNP

SB1104

information security and privacy office

Establishes and sets forth responsibilities for the Statewide Information Security and Privacy Office (SISPO) within the Government Information Technology Agency (GITA).  Appropriates $1,795,300 from the state General Fund in FY 2007-2008 to GITA. DNP
SB1115

appropriation; public safety training facility

Appropriates $2 million from the state General Fund in FY 2007-2008 to Northland Pioneer Community College for a public safety and emergency services training facility. DNP
SB1121

lobbyists; prohibited acts

Prohibits a lobbyist, designated public lobbyist or authorized public lobbyist from knowingly providing false information to any public official regarding any legislative or administrative action. DNP

SB1133

tribal community colleges; tax transfer

Allows Tohono O’odham Community College and Diné College to each receive $1.75 million or one-tenth of the transaction privilege tax (TPT) revenues received from all sources located on the respective Navajo and Tohono O’odham Indian reservations, whichever is less. DNP
SB1137

appropriation; university student aid

Appropriates $5 million from the state General Fund in FY 2007-2008 to the Arizona Financial Aid Trust (AFAT). DNP
SB1163

schools; adult education fees

Allows the division of adult education to review and approve supplemental fees and fee waiver policies. DNP
SB1199

ASRS; unclaimed monies

SB 1199 exempts the Arizona State Retirement System (ASRS) from the Revised Arizona Unclaimed Property Act, establishes unclaimed property procedures for ASRS and appropriates $137,607 from the ASRS administration account to ASRS for implementation.  DNP

SB1201

property tax burden shift; report

Requires the Joint Legislative Budget Committee (JLBC) to report the property tax burden that is shifted to other classes of property due to the class 1 assessment ratio reduction. DNP
SB1224

teacher and classroom level data

Allows a posted recording of a meeting of a public body to a website be accepted in lieu of a written transcript.

SB1273

public employees; collective bargaining

Details duties and procedures of public employees and employers wishing to create a collective bargaining/labor organization.  DNP

SB1284

family leave insurance

Creates a family leave insurance program under the Arizona Department of Economic Security. DNP

SB1300

no child left behind; option

SB 1300 allows a school district, charter school or other public school to opt out of participation in the mandates of the federal No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 (NCLB) if the school district or school does not accept federal monies for NCLB implementation and by providing written notification to the Superintendent of Public Instruction at any time that the school will not be participating in or be subject to the NCLB. DNP

SB 1313

accommodation schools; powers; school board

SB 1313 requires a county board of supervisors to establish an elected or appointed five-member accommodation school board to manage and operate accommodation schools and establishes a military reservation accommodation school board to administer each accommodation school located on a military reservation.  Both an accommodation school board and a military reservation accommodation school board have the same powers and duties as a school district governing board except for levying of taxes and issuance of debt. DNP
SB1322

DPS employees; university tuition waiver

Requires the three public universities to grant tuition waivers to Arizona Department of Public Safety (DPS) employees. DNP

SB1350

municipal tax incentives; prohibition; penalty

SB 1350 prohibits municipalities in or within 25 miles of the border of a metropolitan statistical area with a population of one million or more from providing retail tax incentives to induce businesses to locate in their municipality.  The prohibition for retail tax incentives does not apply to any city or town that has adopted incentives prior to April 5, 2007.  In addition, other exceptions to the penalties are provided. SB1363

community colleges; international travel; moratorium

SB 1363 states that a community college district in this state shall not spend any public monies on behalf of its officers or employees for transportation to or from a destination outside the United States or for food, lodging or any other expense associated with international travel for one year. SB1383

appropriation; twenty-first century fund

Appropriates $35 million to the Twenty-First Century Fund. DNP

SB1417

appropriation; math and science initiatives

Appropriates $15.5 million to increase the number of math and science teachers in Arizona. DNP
SB1454

publicly financed buildings; energy standards

Sets energy standards for any publicly financed building built in the state of Arizona. DNP

SB1490

teacher shortage student loan program

Appropriates $1.5 million and establishes the teacher shortage student loan program. DNP
SB1492

lottery proceeds; university scholarships

Appropriates $10 million annually and establishes lottery scholarship fund. DNP

SB1494

political subdivisions; funds; unions

Prohibits a political subdivision from using funds to promote, assist or deter union organization. DNP

SB1507

business personal property tax; exemption

Increases the tax exemption for business and agricultural personal property. DNP

SB1516

public construction; bidding; best value

Requires an agent or governmental unit to use a “best value” approach in awarding a bid for a contract for construction services.  DNP

SB1520

community colleges; appropriations; workforce development

SB 1520 appropriates funding for 2007-2008 to community college districts for new workforce development programs in entrepreneurialism, the support of new startup companies and programs to upgrade competitive skills of persons in the workforce. The bill also appropriates funding to districts for existing workforce development programs.  DNP
SB1542/1612

government instructors; professional conduct 

Prohibits any instructor in a public K-12 or postsecondary institution while in the instructor’s official instructional capacity from endorsing, supporting or opposing any political candidate or office, legislation, litigation or court action or advocating one side of a social, political or cultural issue that is a matter of partisan controversy. DNP
SB1611

postsecondary institution loan commission

Establishes the nine-member Postsecondary Institution Loan Commission to request annual proposals to borrow money and issue tax-exempt bonds, lend money and issue scholarships to postsecondary students and purchase existing student loans on the secondary market.  DNP
SB1624

private colleges; property tax classification

Classifies property owned by private colleges as class two property. DNP
SCR1001

statewide initiatives; legislative consideration 

Subject to voter approval, creates limits on filing a statewide initiative. DNP

Subject to voter approval, increases personal property tax exemption to $150,000. DNP

SCR1011

residential property tax; valuation limitation

Subject to voter approval, sets 2008 as the base valuation year in figuring residential property tax. DNP

relating to publicly funded lobbyists

Subject to voter approval, statutorily prohibits public officers, public employees, consultants or independent contractors retained by or for a public officer, employee, agency, department, board or commission or any political subdivision of the state from certain lobbying activities. DNP
SCR1018

business personal property tax exemption

Subject to voter approval, constitutionally increases the tax exemption for business and agricultural personal property from $50,000 to $150,000. DNP

SCR1025

property tax; valuation increase limit

Subject to voter approval, reduces the valuation increase limit to two percent. DNP

HB2018

national guard; tuition waivers; spouses

Expands the tuition waiver scholarship to the spouse of a current or former member of the National Guard who received a Purple Heart on or after September 11, 2001, or was medically discharged due to an injury in the line of duty, as well as a current or former member, or the member’s spouse, of the military reserve unit of any branch of the United States armed forces, who is a resident and received a Purple Heart on or after September 11, 2001, or was medically discharged due to an injury in the line of duty. HB2094

national guard; tuition waivers; spouses

HB 2094 allows the spouse of an Arizona National Guard member or former member to receive a public higher education tuition waiver if certain conditions are met. DNP

HB2099

education programs; county jails; funding

HB 2099 changes the base amount and variable funding formula for funding county jail education programs. DNP
HB2132

AHCCCS; retirees; eligible members

Retirees are eligible for AHCCCS coverage if they are not coved by the insurance plan for active state employees. DNP

tax exemption; United States flags

HB2135 exempts the sale of a United States flag from transaction privilege and use tax. DNP

colleges; vocational education evaluation; repeal

HB 2138 repeals the requirement for community college district governing boards to evaluate their vocational and technological education programs every five years. DNP
HB2140

special retirement plans; omnibus amendments

HB 2140 provides omnibus revisions and clarifications to EORP, CORP and PSPRS retirement plans. DNP
HB2141

ASRS; benefits; normal retirement

HB 2141 changes normal retirement status from 80 points to 85 points, and changes the average monthly compensation calculation.  Also limits the return of contributions to member contributions plus interest only.  DNP
HB2146

appropriation; retirement system; Burke litigation

Appropriates the sum of $5,200,000 from the state general fund in fiscal year 2006-2007 to the Arizona state retirement system to pay attorney fees and costs incurred on behalf of employers in the class action lawsuit entitled James J. Burke v. ASRS et al., Pima County Cause No. 316479, as awarded by the court. DNP

HB2169

appropriation; university student aid 

Appropriates $5,000,000 to the university student financial aid trust fund. DNP

HB2190

tax credit; education leadership training 

Allows a credit against the taxes imposed for the amount of any fees paid or cash contributions made by a taxpayer during the taxable year to an education leadership training. DNP

HB2196

retiree health insurance; rural subsidy

HB 2621 extends the premium benefit supplement (also known as the rural subsidy or benefit supplement) for Medicare-eligible retirees and reestablishes the premium benefit supplement for non-Medicare-eligible retirees, for two more years. DNP

home school completion; affidavit

SB 1251 requires that an operator of a public establishment can request that a person carrying a deadly weapon remove the weapon only if secure storage is provided for the weapon within close proximity of the main public entrance of any public establishment or public event. VETOED
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
