I. Curriculum Items 

a. Course/program proposals/modifications—
i. Family and Community Liaison certificate coming—EFE 202-EFE 208 (7 courses coming from Rio).  Requested by Creighton School District.  Rio planning to teach as cohorts based on learning communities, with each EFE course tied to another college course, such as ENG 101 or COM 225.
ii. Discussion regarding whether Family and Community Liaison Certificate should be occupational or academic.  Consensus was occupational.
b. ATF news—Meeting on Friday, October 16th at Central Arizona College—Nora, Nancy, Janet, Yvonne, Ray are planning to attend.  Item recommended by council to be addressed:  EDU220 – request direct equivalency from NAU & UA.  Counci
c. EDU 101—(Nora) – Council approved making request that ASU and UA reevaluate non-transferable status of course.
d. ELN courses – Rio reviewed courses and does not recommend adding teacher certification as a prerequisite to ELN courses.

· EDU 105AB—Substitue Teacher Training Practicum—Lab 1 credit, 1 period
· EDU 279 –Reading Practicum K-12—L+L 3 credits 4.5 periods
· EDU 280—Orientation to Teaching: Practicum—Lab 2 credits 6 periods
· EPD247—Practicum for English as a Second Language (ESL)/Bilingual Teachers—Lec 3 credits, 3 periods
· EPD 286—Middle Grade Practicum—LEC 3 credits, 3 periods

Discussion about making EPD 247 and EPD 286 similar to EDU 279—L + L 4.5 periods

Rio will follow through on this recommendation.  

RIO procedures
1.  Student teaching--$450 course fee for mentor teacher stipend.  College supervisor goes out 3 times and is paid by Rio, not by student fees.
2. Practicums within a face to face course—Mentor teach is paid a small stipend ($25-35) from student fees (Other colleges do not do this.)
3.  Some are 4.5 load—Teacher of record is both teacher and makes classroom observations…no extra pay, just the 4.5 load for a 3-credit face to face class.
Other topics to discuss

1. Difference between field experience, practicum, internships
2. Inconsistencies—some are 3 periods and others are L +L 4.5 periods

3. Alignment of requirements for # of practicum hours (EDU 220, 222, etc.)
4. Gifted practicum—How many hours?  First 3-credit class (4.5 L+L)—more face to face, some observation, 2nd 3-credit…more practicum hours (3.0 lab only)  EMCC will work on revisions for our next meeting.
