I. Curriculum Items 

a. Course/program proposals/modifications
i. Gifted Practicum Courses (Deb Raffin)

EPD229 Gifted Ed Practicum I – L+L, 3 cr, 4.5 periods, 4.05 load

EPD230 Gifted Ed Practicum II – Lab, 3 cr, 3 periods, 2.1 load

ii. Discussion/approval of gifted courses (Deb Raffin)

Council approved proposed courses with minor change on in Need Statement for EPD225,226,227,228: change “(5 in total)” to “(6 in total)”
Need to follow up with CCTA to request that EPD be listed in district HR Jobs website under minimum requirement exceptions, requiring instructors to have current K-12 teacher certification.

II. Discussion Items

a.  Sustainability IC (Corki)—See the end of this document for full report on the Sustainability IC.
Many disciplines including all but 3 colleges were represented at district meeting. Environmental responsibility (SUS – natural sciences), social equity (SSH –social sciences and humanities), and economic viability (SCT – career and technical ) were identified as three areas of focus, each containing a variety of disciplines.  Hiring quals were discussed and recommended.
b. Education Dialogue Day recap

MCLI still compiling evals.  Tabled until next meeting.  Initial informal evaluation of day indicated that participants felt the information was very valuable and worthwhile.

c. ASU changes 

ASU is applying for grant funds that would involve making significant changes to their teacher ed programs (possibly going to a 3+1 model for teacher ed that adds a year of content area focus and reducing a year from teacher ed classes).  Council recommends that CCTA rep meet with ASU rep in regard to these changes in order to be proactive rather than reactive to upcoming changes.

Pushpa sent an email to all instructional councils reminding them of the meeting and inviting them to participate. At this time, responses were received by the disciplines listed below. At any time, additional disciplines can request to be a part of the instructional council. Eight campuses currently have faculty who have requested to participate on the new instructional council. The three colleges without representatives will be invited to participate.

The attendees voted unanimously on decisions of instructional council jurisdiction, membership (disciplines and prefixes), and hiring qualifications. Pushpa was unanimously elected as chair of the Instructional Council. There will be one voting member per discipline.

Prefixes

Sustainability may include courses in three affinitive groupings:

Natural Sciences (SUS): Physics, Chemistry, Geology, Life Science, Physical Geography, Anthropology (ASM), Exercise Science/Health

Social Sciences and Humanities (SSH): Philosophy, Cultural Geography, Anthropology (ASB), Education, Economics, Southwest Studies, American Indian Studies, Exercise Science/Health

Career and Technical (SCT): Interior Design, Industrial Technology, Architecture/Construction, Agribusiness

Revised hiring qualifications for the SSH and SUS prefixes:

A Master’s degree in Sustainability or related field, or

A Master’s degree in any discipline with at least 24 upper division and/or 18 graduate semester hours. The semester hours must be derived from two of the component fields with a minimum of nine (9) hours from each of the two fields, or 18 graduate hours in sustainability.

Eligibility to teach an interdisciplinary course does not establish or imply eligibility to teach non-interdisciplinary courses that fall within the domain of a single component discipline. The hiring requirements of that discipline determine eligibility for non-interdisciplinary courses. 

In many cases, team teaching may be an appropriate approach to staffing.
