I. Curriculum Items 

a. Course/program proposals/modifications
i. NAU Teach course (Nora and guests from NAU:  Abby Rice and Kristen Moorhead)
Two 1-credit courses are being proposed:  Teaching Science and Mathematics – Inquiry Approaches I & II.  Step I is a prerequisite to Step II.  These courses address the large demand for middle and high school math and science teachers and the need to increase content knowledge in STEM areas for K-12 future and practicing teachers.  The creation of these courses was specifically requested by NAU for use with the NAUTeach program in order to allow MCCCD students to enter their program while still at the community college.  However, the courses would be applicable for a variety of education programs.

This is not a methods course, but a recruitment course.  Students are required to teach three lessons in a classroom.  NAU would like to work directly with the partner colleges and adjuncts who may teach this course.  

Nora--Need to revise EDU 112 to include EDU111 as a prerequisite.

ii. CTE 260AA/AB,AC (Rio proposals)
All approved via email input.
iii. EDU/HUM/STO 292—Up for mandatory review for the HU designation—Liz Warren has taken care of needed paperwork, but needs to be ok’d by Ed IC

Check the info if you have comments.  The course is ready for consideration for approval. One recommendation--Rationale needs to add EDU and HUM prefixes.
b. ATF news – no spring meeting scheduled;  Fall meeting Fri., 10/8, 10a-3p, CAC.  There had been talk of a possible teleconference for spring meeting, but it doesn’t appear it is needed.  Please save the date on your calendar for the fall meeting

c. AAEE degree update for new catalog year

i. Add EDU 220?

The council RECOMMENDS that EDU 220 be added to the EDU foundations.  This is now a state requirement.  
ii. Add electives for early childhood majors on the AAEE degree?
There was discussion on EDU 222 and EED 222 for early childhood.  EED 222 only 
works for the early childhood certificate and could cause confusion.
Suggestions for electives are CFS 123, CFS 125, CFS 236 and EED 205.  These would be new additions to elective section.
The big concern with adding CFS and EED electives is moving away from the focus on content.

All of these considerations will be tabled for later discussion and NOT added to the 2010-11 AAEE degree.
iii.  There was discussion about Anthropology (ASM prefix) as meeting a science requirement for the education program. NAU does not accept this for the Teacher Education program and the students need to take another science if they chose the ASM prefix for the science requirement.  Council RECOMMENDS that a note be added to the AAEE check list that this course does not meet the requirements for the NAU teacher prep program.
iv. Since we are adding EDU 220 to Education Foundations, the Council RECOMMENDS that the AAEE checksheet be changed to read Electives 7 credits instead of ten and the line that states select any EDU course be eliminated. 
II. Discussion Items

a. Change to hiring minimum qualifications for EPD courses (Nancy)

The recommended changes were not reflected in the website.  The minimum qualification should read that anyone that teaches EPD courses must have current state certification and at least three years teaching experience.  

b. News about EDU 101 transferability requests (Nora)

All 3 state universities will now accept EDU101AA/AB/AC Tutor Training and Practicum as a transferable elective, which means students can now use it toward their AA degrees.  Keep an eye on that for consideration of teaching these courses on your campus.
c. Changes to ASU Teacher education—Impact on our courses?

ASU is scheduled to present info on both grant projects (ASU Teach Foundations Project, $33.8million; private grant for $18.8 million) at Feb. 18 CTE meeting.  Community Colleges have been asked to send nominations via college & district VPs for participation on the Foundations Project.  
d. Identify IC chair and Lead ATF member for next year

This agenda item was inadvertently skipped during the meeting.  A follow-up e-mail was sent to the IC.  Nora Reyes will remain Lead ATF and Nancy Oreshack will remain as IC Chair for the 2010-11 academic year.  Molly Baird will be notified.
III. University Updates:  ASU CTEL report
a. ARTS—Proposed--New elementary education option that will start Fall 2010.  
Courses would be taught from an arts-based perspective.  ARTS=Arts-based Reflective Teaching.  Only 1 new course TEL 316—Teaching, Imagination, and Creativity.  The methods courses will not change titles, but will be taught from that perspective.  A cohort is expected to start in Fall 2010.
b. January 29-30 2-day summit at ASU. 
Grants and current changes were discussed.  Academic specialization and content emphasis is a priority. Nancy Oreshack is a representative on the elementary education curriculum task force which meets twice a month.
IV. Future Educators Conference:  Fri., Feb. 19, 8a-2:30p, CGCC—Registration is closed—300 students are registered and more are on a waiting list.
V. College Updates

PVCC has over 50 applications for the PDS partnership program with ASU. An OK has been given for starting a PDS for Special education as an 18 month program.  
SMCC is using common syllabi in EDU courses.  

MCC started Educator’s Academy.  50 people attended the first workshop.  Grants were written to offer one workshop each month.  First workshop was Teach Kids to Write in Less Than 2 Hours.  A grant was submitted to create their own PDS site. MCC staff is offering three sessions at the conference in Baltimore.  
EMCC

PDS programs are up and running.  A Grand Canyon University program will be on EMCC campus and they will accept 84 credits (of 120).  Teacher Ed 101 this month.  High school ED professions classes are coming in April.  Club meetings are held once a month with a focus on professional development. EMCC is in the process of a college review.  Adjuncts are being trained to teach hybrid and online courses.  Three teachers are developing the six courses in the gifted endorsement  program.

GCC

GCC is currently screening for the new position Reading/Education courses.  The new person will be responsible for teaching the SEI classes. 

NORA:

A dialog day may be considered for Education IC and Counseling IC to discuss the Student Success initiative.  ED IC is open to having representatives meet with Counseling IC representatives to brainstorm ideas for potential future collaboration for student success initiative.
