I. Curriculum Items 

a. Course/program proposals/modifications

i. AAEE revisions (Nora)
Nora reviewed and will follow up with email attachment of recommended revisions discussed:

· MA rqmt – has been updated to include MAT182 and MAT 206 on exclusion list (do not have MA designation)

· Literacy rqmt– COM230 has been deleted (no longer holds L designation)

· Elem Ed rqmt – 

· Add EED222 as alternate to EDU222 for early childhood education majors; both have SB and C designations

· Add EDU220 to list of EDU requirements (now accepted by all state universities)

· EDU foundations increase from 15 to 18 (to reflect addition of EDU220)

· Electives decrease from 10 to 7 (to reflect addition of EDU220)

· Add EED205 to content area electives (req’d for all early childhood majors at ASU and transfers to all state universities)

ii. Consistency in practicum/internship courses: Lecture/lab, credits, periods, load (Nora) and Gifted Courses—instructor load/pay (Deb)

EMCC, GCC, MCC, and Rio will review load for practicum/internship courses and make recommendations for consistency.  

iii. EDU270AA & AB:  Add prereq?- teacher cerification or enrollment in post bac program (Nora)

No changes because Rio currently incorporates EDU270AA prior to program admission; may want to reconsider if post bac program restructured to include EDU270AA post program admission.  

Prefer to change both or neither since both courses so similar but focus on elementary and secondary, respectively.
iv. ELN courses—Should they be offered for certified teachers only?  (Janet)

Recommend that Rio review ELN courses to determine if teacher certification is needed as prereq

v. EDU/ENH291 

HU designation retained but need to make sure TEL234 Children’s Literature and Elementary School Curriculum currently being processed identifies EDU/ENH291 as direct equivalent.
Monitor approval process for TEL234 and ensure equivalency to EDU/ENH291.

Discrepancies were noted in MAPPs checksheets: Early Childhood, Elementary, and Special Education requirements pertaining to EDU291 

Need for course identification in “Select these MCCCD courses” column

Raised issues regarding need for MCCCD advocacy as ASU curriculum decisions made
