AGEC - The MCCD Arizona General Education Curriculum is a 35 semester-credit general education certificate of study that fulfills lower-division requirements for students planning 
to transfer to any Arizona public community college or university. The AGEC transfers as a block without loss of credit and will apply to graduation requirements of the university 
major. There are three types of MCCD AGECs: AGEC-A (8001), designed to satisfy liberal arts and other majors; AGEC-B (8002), designed to satisfy requirements in business majors; 
and AGEC-S (8003), designed to satisfy requirements in majors with more prescriptive mathematics and mathematics-based science requirements.

AA (8400) - The MCCD Associate in Arts Degree includes AGEC-A, MCCD additional requirements and general electives. It is designed for students with majors in liberal arts or other 
programs of study other than business, fine arts (art, dance, theatre) or science. The degree will transfer as a block without loss of credit to Arizona’s public universities and other 
institutions with district-wide articulation agreements. The credits used to satisfy the AA will apply to the university graduation requirements of the university major for which the AA is 
designed.

AAFA - The MCCD Associate in Arts, Fine Arts Degree includes AGEC-A, MCCD additional and Fine Arts requirements specific for Art, Dance or Theatre majors. There are three AAFA 
pathways: AAFA-Art (8105),  AAFA-Dance (8103), and AAFA-Theatre (8107). The AAFA Degree transfers as a block without loss of credit to Arizona’s public universities and all 
credits will apply to the graduation requirements of the university major for which the degree was designed.

AA-EE (8101) - The MCCD Associate in Arts in Elementary Education includes AGEC-A, MCCD additional and elementary education requirements. It is designed for students who 
plan to transfer to an Elementary Education program at an Arizona public higher education institution. The degree transfers as a block without loss of credit to Arizona public universi-
ties and all credits will apply to the graduation requirements of the university major for which the degree was designed.

ABUS - The MCCD Associate in Business includes AGEC-B, common lower division program requirements and business electives. There are two business pathways: ABUS-General 
Requirements (8900) and ABUS-Special Requirements (8800). The ABUS-Special Requirements is designed for Computer Information Systems majors. All other business majors, 
except Accountancy, should follow the General Requirements pathway. The ABUS transfers as a block without loss of credit to Arizona’s public universities and all credits will apply to 
the graduation requirements of the university major for which the degree was designed.

AS (8600) - The MCCD Associate in Science Degree includes AGEC-S, MCCD additional requirements and general electives. It is designed for students pursuing majors with more 
stringent mathematics and mathematic-based science requirements. The degree will transfer as a block without loss of credit to Arizona’s public universities and other institutions with 
district-wide articulation agreements. The credits used to satisfy the AS will apply to university graduation requirements of the university major for which the Associate in Science is 
designed.

AGS (2000) - The MCCD Associate in General Studies Degree is recommended for students whose educational goals require more flexibility. Students who plan on transferring to a 
university should seek academic advisement prior to selecting courses, as not all courses that meet the AGS degree requirements are guaranteed to transfer.

AAS - The MCCD Associate in Applied Science Degree is recommended for students who wish to pursue technical expertise in an occupational program offered by the college (see 
List 4).

CCL - The MCCD Certificate of Completion is for students who wish to gain expertise in a specific technical or occupational program without the credit and general requirements of 
an Associate degree (see List 3 or 5).
