DO-MAT updates

- DOIT Progressive Lunch set for Oct 29, 11:30 - 1pm.  DO MAT may want to assist with marketing and encourage participation.

- DO MAT website almost ready, final 'polishing' in progress.  Andrew to advise when ready for  Council review prior to go-live.

Treasurer update

- Michele provided CFS web report of current balance and accounts summary, noting that 12 MAT employees have paid dues to date.

Hobby Fair Committee update

- Be aware to plan for dates that do not conflict with other DSSC activities.
- Target November time frame before, and potentially after, week of Thanksgiving break.
- Rio Conference Center to be investigated as the Fair location.

Additional agenda item - public records release announcement.

- Chitra presented and discussion ensued surrounding recent announcement that the Az Republic had requested and obtained employee information items, including name, title, salary, etc for publication.  This is similar to previous Az Republic publishing same information for ASU and NAU.  Concerns raised included increased potential for identity theft as well as inquiries by devious members of the public, ex-spouses, co-workers, neighbors, etc.  Approaches for action also discussed:  compose, circulate for signature and send a collective letter to the Az Republic Ombuds person and/or Editorial Board to express our concerns;  identify and contact state and federal legislative representatives;  contact other employee groups for coordinated action; seek presentation from Legal to explain process and rights of all involved.  Individual concern has been raised to members of the CEC, with faculty @MCC also contacted for opinion.



MAT Survey results

- previously reviewed results were summarized and organized by Andrew, along with Ray Ostos.  Discussion outcomes and action items summarized in attached document "DO MAT EE Meetings Overview".

Outstanding items

- Use of MAT dues:  possibility raised for use of PayPal for paying dues.  Discussion as to our options for use of our Treasury funds.  Some restrictions in place due to nature of funds and public nature of DO MAT organization.  Scholarships to colleges have been the traditional destination of these monies, with donations and other activities a possibility.  Jody to locate and provide some resources/guidelines for use in determining options for use of our funds.
