Adair Scholarship for African American Males is intended to assist with the educational 
needs of African/African American male students in the ACE Program and Alumni of the 
ACE program. These students must attend one of the Maricopa County Community 
Colleges in order to receive the scholarship in the amount of $750.00 per academic 
semester and/ or $1,500 per academic year.  

 
 

SCHOLARSHIP CRITERIA: 
 
1. Must be a U.S. Citizen 
 
2. Be an Arizona Resident  
 
3. Priority is given to males of African/African heritage and identity 
 
4. The scholarship is renewable up to two academic years.  
 
5. This scholarship is to be used in one of the ten MCCCD Colleges, for students who are 

enrolled in 6 or more college credits. 
 
6. ACE Alumni Students must have a minimum of a 2.5 college GPA 
 
7. Open to African/African American high school seniors in the ACE program 
 
8. Open to African/African American alumni of the ACE program

2. Attach an official or unofficial copy of college transcripts 

3. Submit a personal goal statement: Applicants must submit a personal statement that 
provided the following information:
