1.0 BACKGROUND 

The Maricopa County Community College District (MCCCD) consists of ten 
nationally accredited colleges, two skill centers and multiple satellite education 
centers. MCCCD ranks as the largest multi-college system in the nation and is the 
largest provider of higher education in Arizona. Our student, faculty and staffs are 
diverse and reflect the communities within Maricopa County, an area the size of 
Connecticut that contains a population of 2.8 million.   

2.0 PURPOSE  

The purpose of this IFB is to solicit innovative and financially positive responses 
from qualified firms to provide a Human Patient Simulator for Glendale 
Community College.  
 

3.0 BID SUBMITTAL 

All Bids must be submitted in writing.  No oral or telephone Bids, modifications, or 
amendments will be considered.  Facsimile (fax machine) or computer data transfer 
submittals will not be accepted.  Bidders shall only submit one (1) bid.    It is therefore 
critical that Bidders carefully review all bid documents to ensure that the Bid submitted 
reflects the most favorable terms possible, both economically and technically. Multiple bids 
shall result in all  bids by the Bidder being rejected.  Your bid must be prepared in 
strict compliance with Section 10 - Bid Format & Submittal Requirements.   Failure 
to comply with all provisions in this IFB may result in your bid being disqualified. 

3.1 PRE-BID MEETING  

No meeting is scheduled. 

3.2 SITE VISITS  

No site visit is scheduled. 

3.3 WITHDRAW OF BID  

Any Bidder may withdraw their bid by written request at any time prior to the 
deadline set for receipt of bids. Such notice will be in writing over the signature of 
the Bidder, signed and received by MCCCD prior to the time designated for receipt 
of bids. No bid may be withdrawn or modified after that deadline. Withdrawn bid 
may be resubmitted up to the time designated for the receipt of bids provided that 
they are then fully in conformance with the general terms and conditions of the IFB. 
Bids shall be binding upon bidders for a period of ninety (90) days after due date 
and any additional units may be purchased at the agreed upon price for that period 
(90 days).

3.6   PROPRIETARY INFORMATON  

The only materials requested in this IFB that may be deemed proprietary by 
MCCCD are: internal financial statements, bidder subcontractor lists, salary 
schedules and organizational charts. The Bidders must identify and mark those 
materials that are requested to be deemed as proprietary. MCCCD discourages the 
submission of wholesale requests for naming great amounts of bidder information 
as proprietary in nature and undertakes to provide no more than reasonable efforts 
to protect the confidentiality of any such information. The District, as a public 
entity, cannot and does not warrant that proprietary information will not be 
disclosed.  MCCCD shall have the right to use any or all information included in 
the bids submitted. 

3.7   EVALUATION OF BIDS  

This Invitation For Bid does not constitute a commitment by MCCCD to award a 
contract.  MCCCD reserves the right to waive any formalities and to reject any or all 
bids and/or to cancel the Invitation for Bids.  The award shall be made on the bid 
that serves the best interest of MCCCD.  No contract award shall exist until 
executed in writing. 
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Bidders are not permitted to contact MCCCD staff or members of the IFB Review 
Team once the IFB has been issued until time of award.

3.8 COST OF PREPARING BIDS, PROVIDING ADDITIONAL MATERIALS, 

INTERVIEWS  

Any and all costs associated with the preparation of responses to this IFB and any 
subsequent inquiries, meetings or oral presentations shall be entirely the 
responsibility of the Bidder and shall not be reimbursable in any manner by the 
District. All materials submitted in response to this IFB become the property of and 
are to be appended to any formal documentation that would further define or 
expand the contractual relationship between MCCCD and the bidder. 

3.9   CONTRACT DEVELOPMENT  

The content of the IFB and the successful bidders’ bid will become an integral part 
of the contract, but may be modified by the provisions of the contract. MCCCD also 
reserves the right to make an award without further discussion of the bids received. 
Therefore, it is critical that all bids be submitted initially in the most favorable terms 
possible, both financially and operationally. 

3.10 CONTRACT COMMENCEMENT   

It is the intent of MCCCD to commence the resulting contract on or before October 
2008. 

3.11 ADVERTISING  

No advertising or publicity concerning MCCCD using the Contractors services shall 
be made without prior written approval of such advertising or publicity by 
MCCCD. 

3.12   SUBSTITUTE ITEMS  

Except as mentioned below, any manufacturers' names, trade name or model 
number shown are for the purpose of establishing minimum levels regarding 
capability, quality, and function.  Except as mentioned below, whenever such brand 
name is shown, it is understood to mean OR ACCEPTABLE SUBSTITUTE.  Bids will 
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be considered for brand names meeting the minimum levels with the following 
stipulations: 
  

A.  The item bid as a substitute must clearly be identified as such, and must 
be accompanied by complete and descriptive literature, including complete 
technical specifications.   

 
B.  MCCCD will make the sole determination  as to the suitability of the 
substitute item bid with regard to compliance to minimum levels, 
characteristics/features which may affect minimum levels, performance, and 
budgetary considerations. 
 
C.  In certain instances, MCCCD has determined that only certain items shall 
be acceptable.   These are indicated as such in the bid specifications or Price 
Sheet as  "No Substitutes". 

 
D.  The fact that a manufacturer whose product line is supplied by the Bidder 
chooses not to manufacture a product equal in function and quality, the same being 
in the sole control and discretion of the manufacturer, shall in no way relieve the 
Bidder of responsibility to comply fully with requirements of these specifications. 
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4.0 GENERAL CONDITIONS 

4.1 EXTENDED CONTRACT  

The Maricopa County Community College District (MCCCD) has entered into Cooperative 
Purchasing Agreements with Arizona State University, Maricopa County, and other 
public entities. MCCCCD is also an active member of the Strategic Alliance for 
Volume Expenditures (SAVE) Cooperative agreement. Under these Cooperative 
Purchasing Agreements, and with the concurrence of the successful Bidder, these 
organizations may access any subsequent agreement/contract resulting from a 
solicitation done by MCCCD.  If the Bidder does not want to grant such access, it 
must be stated in the Bid.  In the absence of a statement to the contrary, MCCCD 
will assume that access is granted by the Bidder to any subsequent 
agreement/contract.   

4.2  CONTRACT TERM  

Single purchase for GCC. 

4.3 LIABILITY FOR TAXES  

The Contractor assumes complete liability for all taxes applicable to the operations, 
income, and transactions of the Contractor. MCCCD shall not be liable and will not 
make reimbursement to the Contractor for any tax imposed either directly or  
indirectly upon the Contractor by any authority by reason of the contract or 
otherwise. 

4.4 PHILOSOPHY OF SERVICE  

Recognizing that the successful operation of this contract is dependent on favorable 
response from the users, the Contractor shall meet regularly to work with the 
authorized District and College representatives to effect adjustments in operations 
and cooperate at all times to maintain maximum efficiency and good public 
relations with students, faculty, staff and administration. 
 

4.5 CATASTROHPHE  

If, because of riots, war, public emergency or calamity, fire, earthquake, Act of God, 
government restriction, labor disturbance or strike, business operations at MCCCD 
shall be interrupted or stopped, performance of this contract, with the exception of 
moneys already due and owing, shall be suspended and excused to the extent 
commensurate with such interfering occurrence; and the expiration date of this 
contract may by mutual agreement of both parties be extended for a period of time 
equal to the time that such default in performance is excused. 
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4.6  INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS  

The Contractor shall maintain during the term of this Contract the following 
insurance policies issued by companies licensed in Arizona with a current A. M. 
Best rating of A:VII or better.  Prior to commencing work or services, Contractor 
shall furnish the MCCCD Risk Manager with certificates of insurance evidencing 
the required coverages, conditions and limits required by this Contract.  The 
insurance policies, except Workers' Compensation and Professional Liability, shall 
be endorsed to name the State Board of Directors for Community Colleges of 
Arizona and Maricopa County Community Colleges, its agents, officers, officials, 
employees, and volunteers as additional insureds. In the event any insurance 
policy(ies) required by this Contract is (are) written on a "claims made" basis, 
coverage shall extend for two years past completion and acceptance of the 
Contractor's work or services and must be evidenced by annual certificates of 
insurance.  The insurance policies shall be endorsed stating that they shall not 
expire, be cancelled, suspended, voided or materially changed without 30 days 
written notice by certified mail to the MCCCD Risk Manager. The Contractor's 
insurance must be primary, and any insurance or self-insurance maintained by 
MCCCD shall not contribute to it.  If any part of this Contract is subcontracted, 
these insurance requirements also apply to all subcontractors. 
 
Commercial General Liability insurance with a limit of not less than $2,000,000 per 
occurrence for bodily injury, property damage, personal injury, products and 
completed operations,  and blanket contractual coverage, including but not limited 
to, the liability assumed under the indemnification provisions of this Contract. 
 
Automobile Liability insurance with a combined single limit for bodily injury and 
property damage of not less than $1,000,000 each occurrence with respect to the 
Contractor's owned, hired, and non-owned vehicles. 
 
Workers' Compensation insurance with limits statutorily required by any Federal 
or state law and Employer's Liability insurance of not less than $100,000 for each 
accident, $100,000 disease for each employee, and $500,000 disease policy limit. 

4.7 INDEMNIFICATION  

To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Contractor shall defend, indemnify, and 
hold harmless the District, its agents, officers, officials, employees, and volunteers 
from and against all claims, damages, losses, and expenses (including but not 
limited to attorney fees and court costs) arising from the acts, errors, mistakes, 
omissions, work or service of the Contractor, its agents, employees, or any tier of 
Contractor's subcontractors in the performance of this Contract.  The amount and 
type of insurance coverage requirements set forth above will in no way be 
construed as limiting the scope of indemnification in this paragraph. 
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4.8 PERMITS  

The Contractor shall be financially responsible for obtaining all required permits, 
licenses, and bonding to comply with pertinent municipal, county, state and federal 
laws, and assume liability for all applicable taxes including but not restricted to 
sales, and personal property.   

4.9 SAFETY PROGRAM  

Contractor shall be responsible for initiating, maintaining and supervising all safety 
precautions and programs in relating to, and arising out of, the Contractor's work 
or service, as described in this Contract's scope of work and service. Contractor 
shall take all necessary precautions for the safety of, and shall provide all necessary 
protection to prevent damage, injury, or loss to: 
1. All employees on the work site and all other persons who may be affected. 
2. All of the work, materials, and equipment to be incorporated therein, 
whether in the work site, storage or of the work site. 
Contractor shall comply with all applicable laws, ordinances, rules and regulations 
of any public authority having jurisdiction for the safety of persons or property or 
to protect them from damage, injury or loss. Contractor shall erect and maintain, as 
required by existing and future conditions of the scope of work or service, all 
necessary safeguards for safety and protection, including posting danger signs and 
other warning against hazards and promulgating safety regulations. Contractor 
shall comply with all OSHA standards as they apply to the Contractor's scope of 
work and service. 

4.10 NON-COLLUSION  

MCCCD encourages free and open competition.  Whenever possible, specifications, 
Bid or Proposal invitations and conditions are designed to accomplish this 
objective, consistent with the necessity to satisfy MCCCD’s needs and the 
accomplishment of a sound economical operation.  The bidder’s signature on this 
document, guarantees that the prices offered have been established without 
collusion with other eligible bidders and without effort to preclude MCCCD from 
obtaining the lowest possible competitive price. 

4.11 AUDIT  

The MCCCD reserves the right to audit vendor records pertaining to College 
operations. 

4.12 FAMILY EDUCATIONAL RIGHTS AND PRIVAC ACT  

If Contractor has access to students' educational records, Contractor shall limit its 
employees' access to the records to those persons for whom access is essential to the 
performance of this contract.  At all times during this contract, Contractor shall 
comply with the terms of the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974 in 
all respects. 
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4.13 LEGAL WORKER REQUIREMENTS As mandated by Arizona Revised 
Statutes § 41-4401, MCCCD is prohibited after September 30, 2008 from awarding a 
contract to any contractor who fails, or whose subcontractors fail, to comply with 
Arizona Revised Statutes §23-214-A.  That statute requires that employers verify 
the employment eligibility of their employees through the federal E-verify system.  
An “employer” is an independent contractor, a self-employed person, the State of 
Arizona or any of its political subdivisions, or any individual or type of 
organization that transacts business in the State of Arizona, that has a license 
issued by an agency in the State and that employs one or more employees in the 
State.  (See A.R.S. §23-211-4.)  Therefore, in signing or performing any contract for 
MCCCD, the Contractor fully understands that: 

A. It warrants that both it and any subcontractors it may use comply 
with all federal immigration laws and regulations that relate to their 
employees and with A.R.S. § 23-214-A;  

B. Any breach of that  warranty is material and is subject to penalties up 
to and including immediate termination of the contract; and  

C. MCCCD or its designee is authorized by law to randomly inspect the 
records relating to an employee of the Contractor or any of its 
subcontractors who works on the contract to ensure compliance with 
the warranty made in Paragraph A above.  

4.14 CERTIFICATIONS   
Pursuant to Arizona Revised Statutes § 35-397, Contractor certifies that it does not 
have a scrutinized business operation in either Sudan or Iran.
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5.0 STANDARD TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

Upon the award of a contract(s) and purchase order(s) to the successful bidder, the 
following terms and conditions will be in force. 

5.1 MODIFICATION  

No modification of the issued contract or purchase order shall bind the Buyer 
unless the Buyer agrees to the modification in writing. 

5.2  FORCE MAJEURE  

Neither party shall be held responsible for any losses resulting if the fulfillment of 
any of the terms or conditions of this contract are delayed or prevented by any 
cause not within the control of the party whose performance is interfered with and 
which, by the exercise of reasonable diligence, that party is unable to prevent. 

5.3  WARRANTIES  

In addition to any implied warranties, Seller warrants that the goods and services 
furnished will conform to the specifications, purposes and descriptions proposed. 

5.4  ASSIGNMENT-DELEGATION  

No right or interest in this contract shall be assigned, or delegation of any obligation 
made, by Seller without the written permission of Buyer. Any attempted 
assignment or delegation by Seller shall be wholly void and totally ineffective for all 
purposes unless made in conformity with this paragraph. 

5.5  INTERPRETATION-PAROL EVIDENCE  

The Contract is intended by the parties as a final expression of their agreement and 
is intended also as a complete and exclusive statement of the terms of their 
agreement. No course of prior dealings between the parties and no usage of the 
trade shall be relevant to supplement or explain any term used in this purchase 
order. Acceptance or acquiescence in a course of performance rendered under this 
agreement shall not be relevant to determine the meaning of this contract even 
though the accepting or acquiescing party has knowledge of the nature of the 
performance and opportunity for objection. Whenever a term defined by the 
Uniform Commercial Code is used in this contract, the definition contained in the 
Code is to control. 

5.6  NON-DISCRIMINATION  

Seller agrees not to discriminate against any employee or applicant for 
employment, in violation of the terms of Federal Executive Order 11246, State 
Executive Order 75-5 and A.R.S. Section 41-1461 et. seq.  
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5.7  CONFLICT OF INTEREST  

Pursuant to A.R.S. 38-511 this Contract is subject to cancellation for a violation of 
that statute.  The proposer warrants that neither they nor the manufactures 
proposed shall compensate directly or indirectly any benefits to any person or 
organization involved in the selection of products or services. 

5.8   REMEDIES AND APPLICABLE LAW  

These laws of the State of Arizona will apply to the Contract and suits pertaining to 
this Contract shall be brought in the courts of the State of Arizona.  

5.9     CANCELLATION 

MCCCD may terminate this contract for failure to perform according to the 
Contract. For termination, MCCCD may consider such factors as: insufficient 
insurance coverage, failure to provide required periodic statements or payments on 
the due dates, failure to keep wage payments to employees current, quality of 
service is unsatisfactory to MCCCD, or actual or possible bankruptcy, insolvency or 
reorganization. This may include any cessation or diminution of service included 
but not limited to failure to maintain adequate personnel, whether arising from 
labor disputes, or otherwise any substantial change in ownership or proprietorship 
of the Contractor which in the opinion of MCCCD is not in its best interest or failure 
to comply with the terms of this contract. MCCCD may terminate contractor for a 
combination of factors that results in poor contract performance. 
 
MCCCD shall provide ten (10) calendar days written notice of non-compliance, and 
unless within ten (10) calendar days non-compliance has been cured, MCCCD may 
terminate the contract by giving thirty (30) days notice in writing by registered or 
certified mail of its intention to cancel this contract. Contractor will have no further 
recourse against MCCCD. 
 

5.10 AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS  

Purchase Orders will be funded for a maximum of one fiscal year.  MCCCD 
reserves the right not to fund future years if, funds are not available, or the contract 
is terminated. 

5.11    RESOLUTION OF DISPUTES  

Disputes are to be resolved to the satisfaction of MCCCD. 

5.12  PAYMENT  

After delivery to, and acceptance by MCCCD of the equipment, supplies, or 
services requested in this bid, payment will be requested by submitting an itemized 
invoice (clearly referencing a Purchase Order number), and any supporting 
documentation.  MCCCD shall make every effort to process payment within thirty 
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(30) days after receipt of a correct invoice, unless a good faith dispute exists as to 
any obligation to pay any or all of the invoice.  IN NO INSTANCE, HOWEVER, 
SHALL EQUIPMENT, SERVICES, OR SUPPLIES BE PROVIDED WITHOUT A 
SIGNED PURCHASE ORDER HAVING BEEN ISSUED BY MCCCD 
PURCHASING. 
 

5.13  TITLE AND RISK OF LOSS  

The title and risk of loss of the goods shall not pass to the Buyer until the Buyer 
actually receives the goods at the point of delivery.
