1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 PURPOSE

It is the intent of the Maricopa County Community College District (MCCCD or the District) to
select a Supplier to provide and deliver a FM HD Transmission System to the KBAQ job site at the
South Mountain Electronic Communications Site, Phoenix, AZ. The Communications Site is part of
South Mountain Park, 10919 S. Central Ave., Phoenix, AZ 85042. Any subsequent
contract/Purchase Order will be awarded to the responsible and responsive bidder with the lowest
total price for the equipment, including all options. This IS an all or nothing bid.

2. INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS

2.1 BID SUBMITTAL
It shall be the responsibility of the Bidder to assure that Bids as described in the BID
REQUIREMENTS section are received as follows:

Bids must be received at the Main Reception Desk, MCCCD, 2411 W. 14th Street,
Tempe, Arizona, 85281, no later than 3:00 P.M. (MST), Monday, November 9, 2009.

The bid must be delivered sealed with the following information clearly visible on
the packaging: IFB#2939-4, FM HD Transmission System, 3:00 P.M., November 9, 2009

Bids received after this time and date shall not be considered and will be returned unopened. Bids
will be opened after the hour at: District Office, 2411 W. 14th St., Tempe, AZ - 5th Floor Purchasing
Conference Room, and the prices read aloud and recorded; no award will be made at this time.

Any subsequent contract will be awarded only after review of the bid results by MCCCD
Purchasing.

Questions must be sent by mail or e-mail. Questions will only be accepted until October 30, 2009.
We will not respond directly to the company asking the questions. Questions we feel need to be
responded to will be answered in the form of an addendum and sent to all potential respondents
on/about November 2, 2009.

2.3 SITE VISIT N/A

2.4 EXTENDED CONTRACT The Maricopa County Community College District (MCCCD) has
entered into Cooperative Purchasing Agreements with Arizona State University, Maricopa County,
and other public entities. MCCCD is also an active member of the Strategic Alliance for Volume
Expenditures (SAVE) Cooperative Agreement. Under these Cooperative Purchasing Agreements,
and with the concurrence of the successful Bidder, these organizations may access any subsequent
agreement/contract resulting from a solicitation done by MCCCD. If the Bidder does not want to
grant such access, it must be stated in the Bid. In the absence of a statement to the contrary, MCCCD
will assume that access is granted by the Bidder to any subsequent agreement/contract.

2.5 BID EVALUATION This Invitation for Bid does not constitute a commitment by the District to
award a contract. The District reserves the right to waive any informalities and to reject any or all
Bids and/or to cancel this IFB when MCCCD determines it is in the best interest of the District to do
so. MCCCD shall have the right to reject a Bid not accompanied by any data required by the IFB.
Bids, which are in any way incomplete or irregular as well as conditional Bids, may not be accepted.
No contract shall exist until executed in writing.

2.6 BID FORM All Bids must be submitted in writing. No oral or telephone Bids, modifications, or
amendments will be considered. Facsimile (fax machine) or computer data transfer submittals will
not be accepted. A Bidder by submitting a Bid represents that the IFB has been read and
understood and that the Bid is made in accordance therewith. All documents submitted with the

Bid, which require a signature, must be signed by an individual authorized to submit a formal bid.
Bids that are not signed may be rejected.

It is agreed that the discovery of any significant inaccuracy in information given by the Bidder may
constitute good and sufficient cause for rejection of the bid.



2.7 AWARD WITHOUT DISCUSSION MCCCD reserves the right to make a contract award
without further discussion of the bids received. It is therefore critical that all bids be submitted
initially in the most favorable terms possible, both economically and technically.

2.8 MODIFICATION OR WITHDRAWAL OF A BID Prior to the time and date designated for
receipt of Bids, Bids may be modified or withdrawn only by notice to MCCCD. Modification or
withdrawal must be in writing, signed and received by MCCCD prior to the time designated for
receipt of bids by MCCCD at the address provided herein. Withdrawn bids may be resubmitted up
to the time designated for the receipt of bids provided that they are fully in conformance with Bid
Requirements.

2.9 MCCCD MODIFICATION TO IFB Any interpretation, correction, or change of this Invitation
for Bid will be made by written Amendment issued by MCCCD. Interpretations, corrections, or
changes made in any other manner will not be binding, and Bidders shall not rely upon such
interpretations, corrections, and changes. Amendments will be forwarded to all Bidders who have
completed and mailed or faxed the attached Acknowledgment of Receipt to MCCCD Purchasing.
Since failure to submit and amendment with a Bid may be cause for rejection, Bidders are
strongly encouraged to return the Acknowledgment.

2.10 NON-COLLUSION MCCCD encourages free and open competition. Whenever possible,
specifications, Proposal or Bid invitations and conditions are designed to accomplish this objective,
consistent with the necessity to satisfy MCCCD's needs and the accomplishment of a sound
economical operation. By signing this document, the Bidder guarantees that the prices offered have
been established without collusion with other eligible Bidders and without effort to preclude
MCCCD from obtaining the lowest possible competitive price.

2.11 PERFORMANCE BOND In the event that the installation option is accepted, the successful Bidder
shall furnish a Performance Bond in an amount equal to one hundred percent (100%) of the Contract
Sum as security for the faithful performance of this Contract. The cost of this Bond shall be borne by the
Contractor and the amount shall be included in the bid proposal price. The bond shall be made payable
to Maricopa Community College District. (See Appendix “A” at the end of this document.)

2.12 COST OF PREPARING BIDS Any and all costs associated with the preparation of responses
to this IFB including site visits, oral presentations or any other costs shall be entirely the
responsibility of the Bidder and shall not be reimbursable in any manner by the MCCCD.

2.13 PROPRIETARY INFORMATION In the event any Bidder shall include in the Bid any
information deemed "proprietary"” or "protected"”, such information shall be separately packaged
from the balance of the Bid and clearly marked as to any proprietary claim. The District
discourages the submission of such information and undertakes to provide no more than
reasonable efforts to protect the proprietary nature of such information. The District, as a public
entity, cannot and does not warrant that proprietary information will not be disclosed. The District
shall have the right to use any or all information included in the Bids submitted unless the
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information is expressly restricted by the Bidder. Pricing is not considered proprietary

information.

2.14 BID REQUIREMENTS This IS an all or nothing bid.

2.14.1 Multiple Bids Bidders shall only submit one (1) bid. It is therefore critical that Bidders
carefully review all bid documents to ensure that the Bid submitted reflects the most favorable
terms possible, both economically and technically. Multiple bids shall result in all bids by the
Bidder being rejected.

2.14.2 Substitute Items Except as mentioned below, any manufacturers' names, trade name or
model number shown are for the purpose of establishing minimum levels regarding capability,
quality, and function. Except as mentioned below, whenever such brand name is shown, it is
understood to mean OR ACCEPTABLE SUBSTITUTE. Bids will be considered for brand names
meeting the minimum levels with the following stipulations:

A) The item bid as a substitute must clearly be identified as such, and must be accompanied
by complete and descriptive literature, including complete technical specifications.

B) MCCCD will make the sole determination as to the suitability of the substitute item bid
with regard to compliance to minimum levels, characteristics/features which may affect
minimum levels, performance, and budgetary considerations.

C) In certain instances, MCCCD has determined that only certain items shall be acceptable.
These are indicated as such in the bid specifications or Price Sheet as “No Substitutes".

D) The fact that a manufacturer whose product line is supplied by the Bidder chooses not to
manufacture a product equal in function and quality, the same being in the sole control and
discretion of the manufacturer, shall in no way relieve the Bidder of responsibility to comply
fully with requirements of these specifications.

2.14.3 Items bid are to be brand new from manufacturer including all manuals, if any, and
product literature provided by manufacturer with new equipment.

2.14.4 THE COMPLETE RESPONSE TO THIS IFB MUST INCLUDE:

A) The completed and signed Price Sheet included with this IFB.

Bidders are asked to submit pricing and a sample contract for extended parts and labor
maintenance coverage after warranty expires. MCCCD reserves the right to accept or reject
the coverage up to the end of the warranty period.



B) Complete and detailed literature (product brochures, specifications sheets, including
warranty information, etc.) of the item(s) for which Bid pricing is submitted, satisfying the
product specifications given.

C) Complete Valid Insurance as discussed in section 3, paragraph 3.6.

D) A valid Certificate of Insurance.

E) An exceptions/comments sheet (if any exception is taken with this IFB, or additional
comments are necessary).

F) Performance Bond (Only applicable if installation option is accepted ~ See Appendix A).
G) A completed Bidders Statement with References (See Appendix B).

H) Signed amendments, if any. Amendments submitted after the original Bid is submitted
must also be sealed.

2.15 BID PRICING BID PRICE IS TO REMAIN FIXED FIRM FOR SIXTY (60) DAYS FROM BID
DUE DATE to allow time for evaluation and award. Price increases after issuance of the Purchase
Order is not allowed. Bid price must include standard warranty coverage; all shipping and
delivery.

2.16 SELECTION CRITERIA

A) Compliance with Bid requirements.
B) Evaluation of Bid with respect to minimum requirements.
C) Total Price Bid

2.17 DEVIATIONS FROM BID Bidders must specifically provide a separate listing, by section
number, of each circumstance in which the Bid submitted differs from any terms or specifications of
the IFB. Failure to list such a deviation will result in that terms of the Bid submitted being
disregarded in favor of the correlative term(s) of the IFB. Deviations must be clearly detailed and
included with the Bid Submittal. MCCCD will make the sole determination as to the suitability of
the deviation with regard to the Project.




3. GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

The following General Terms and Conditions constitute the provisions of the Contract to be
executed between the District and the successful Bidder.

3.1 PARTIES TO AGREEMENT The Contract/Purchase Order shall be between the Maricopa
County Community College District, and the successful Bidder, hereafter referred to as Supplier.

3.2 CONTRACT AWARD Any award(s) will consist of: all sections and attachments to this IFB
including amendments, if any are generated prior to the IFB due date; the Bid submitted by
prospective Supplier; and an executed Purchase Order issued from MCCCD Purchasing Department
with respect to this IFB. By submission of a Bid, it is assumed that the Supplier is familiar with and

has the ability to perform all contract requirements.
3.3 Unless otherwise indicated, periods of time stated as days shall be calendar days.

3.4 ADVERTISING No advertising or publicity concerning MCCCD using the Contractors services
shall be made without prior written approval of such advertising or publicity by MCCCD.

3.5 CONTRACT TERMINATION MCCCD may terminate this contract for failure to perform
according to the Contract. For termination, MCCCD may consider such factors as: insufficient

insurance coverage, failure to provide required periodic statements or payments on the due dates,
(failure to enforce required standards of sanitation), failure to keep wage payments to employees
current, quality of service is unsatisfactory to MCCCD, or actual or possible bankruptcy,
insolvency or reorganization. This may include any cessation or diminution of service, included
but not limited to, failure to maintain adequate personnel, whether rising from labor disputes, or
otherwise any substantial change in ownership or proprietorship of the Contractor which in the
opinion of MCCCD is not in its best interest, or failure to comply with the terms and conditions of
this contract. MCCCD may terminate a contractor for a combination of factors that results in poor
contract performance.

MCCCD shall provide ten (10) calendar days written notice of non-compliance, and unless within ten
(10) calendar days non-compliance has been cured, MCCCD may terminate the contract by giving
thirty (30) days notice in writing by registered or certified mail of its intention to cancel this contract.
Contractor will have no further recourse against MCCCD.

3.6 INSURANCE The Contractor shall maintain during the term of this Contract the following
insurance policies issued by companies licensed in Arizona with a current A. M. Best rating of A: VIII
or better. Prior to commencing work or services, Contractor shall furnish the District Risk Manager
with certificates of insurance evidencing the required coverages, conditions and limits required by
this Contract. The insurance policies, except Workers' Compensation, shall be endorsed to name
Maricopa Community Colleges, its agents, officers, officials, employees, and volunteers as additional
insured. In the event any insurance policy(ies) required by this Contract is (are) written on a "claims

made" basis, coverage shall extend for two years past completion and acceptance of the Contractor's
work or services and must be evidenced by annual certificates of insurance. The insurance policies
shall be endorsed stating that they shall not expire, be cancelled, suspended, voided or materially
changed without 30 days written notice by certified mail to the District Risk Manager. The
Contractor's insurance must be primary, and any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the
District shall not contribute to it. If any part of this Contract is subcontracted, these insurance
requirements also apply to all subcontractors.

1. Commercial General Liability insurance with a limit of not less than $2,000,000 per
occurrence for bodily injury, property damage, personal injury, products and completed
operations, and blanket contractual coverage, including but not limited to, the liability
assumed under the indemnification provisions of this Contract.

2. Automobile Liability insurance with a combined single limit for bodily injury and
property damage of not less than $1,000,000 each occurrence with respect to the Contractor's
owned, hired, and non-owned vehicles.

3. Workers' Compensation insurance with limits statutorily required by any Federal or
state law and Employer's Liability insurance of not less than $100,000 for each accident,
$100,000 disease for each employee, and $500,000 disease policy limit.

3.7 INDEMNIFICATION To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Contractor shall defend,
indemnify, and hold harmless the District, its agents, officers, officials, employees, and volunteers
from and against all claims, damages, losses, and expenses (including but not limited to attorney fees
and court costs) arising from the acts, errors, mistakes, omissions, work or service of the Contractor,
its agents, employees, or any tier of Contractor's subcontractors in the performance of this Contract.
The amount and type of insurance coverage requirements set forth above will in no way be construed
as limiting the scope of indemnification in this paragraph.

3.8 LIABILITY FOR TAXES The Contractor assumes complete liability for all taxes applicable to the
operations, income, and transactions of the Contractor. The District shall not be liable and will not
make reimbursement to the Contractor for any tax imposed either directly or indirectly upon the
Contractor by any authority by reason of the contract or otherwise.

3.9 PROVISION OF SUPPLIES, MATERIALS AND LABOR The Supplier shall furnish all supplies,
equipment, and all management and labor necessary for the efficient and sound provision of the
products included in this contract, subsequent extensions and amendments.

3.10 CONTRACT ASSIGNMENT Any resultant contract shall not be subcontracted or assigned
without prior written permission of the MCCCD Purchasing Department.

3.11 COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS The Contractor shall at all times comply with the Federal
Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986 (and by any subsequent amendments thereto) and shall
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indemnify and hold harmless the District from any and all costs or expenses whatsoever arising out
of the Contractor's compliance or noncompliance therewith.

3.12 CATASTROPHE If, because of riots, war, public emergency or calamity, fire, earthquake, Act of
God, government restriction, labor disturbance or strike, business operations at the District shall be
interrupted or stopped, performance of this contract, with the exception of moneys already due and
owing, shall be suspended and excused to the extent commensurate with such interfering occurrence;
and the expiration date of this contract may by mutual agreement of both parties be extended for a
period of time equal to the time that such default in performance is excused.

3.13 PAYMENT After delivery to, and acceptance by MCCCD of the supplies or services requested
in this bid, payment will be requested by submitting an itemized invoice (clearly referencing a
Purchase Order number), and any supporting documentation. MCCCD shall make every effort to
process payment within thirty (30) days after receipt of a correct invoice, unless a good faith dispute
exists as to any obligation to pay any or the entire invoice. IN NO INSTANCE, HOWEVER, SHALL
SERVICES OR SUPPLIES BE PROVIDED WITHOUT A SIGNED PURCHASE ORDER HAVING
BEEN ISSUED BY MCCCE PURCHASING. Payment may be withheld for supplies provided without
a valid Purchase Order.

3.14 PERFORMANCE BOND At the execution of this Contract with installation option acceptance, the
Contractor shall file with the MCCCD; a performance bond on MCCCD approved forms in the full
amount of the Contract pursuant to A.R.S. 41-2574. The cost of the bond shall be included in the
Contract Sum, and the bond shall be payable to the Maricopa County Community College District. The
Contractor shall require the attorney-in-fact that executes the required bond on behalf of the surety to
affix thereto a certified and current copy of the Power of Attorney. The bond required by this section
shall be provided solely by one or more surety companies holding a Certificate of Authority to transact
surety business in this State issued by the Director of the Department of Insurance pursuant to A.R.S. 20,
Chapter 2, Article 1. Individual surety or sureties shall not execute the surety bond or bonds, even if the
requirements of A.R.S. 7-101 are satisfied.

Upon request of any person or entity appearing to be a potential beneficiary of bonds covering payment
of obligations arising under the Contract, the Contractor shall promptly furnish a copy of the bond or
shall permit copies to be made.
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4. STANDARD TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Upon the award of a contract and issuance of a Purchase Order to the successful Supplier, the
following terms and conditions will also be in force.

4.1 Modification No modification of the issued Purchase Order shall bind the Buyer unless the
Buyer agrees to the modification in writing.

4.2 Packaging and Shipping Supplier shall be responsible for industry standard packing, which
conforms to requirements of carriers' tariffs and ICC regulations. Containers must be clearly
marked as to lot number, destination, address and Purchase Order number. Supplier shall bear cost
of packaging unless otherwise provided. Supplier is not authorized to ship the goods under
reservation, and no tender of a bill of lading will operate as a tender of the goods.

4.3 Title and Risk of Loss The title and risk of loss of the goods shall not pass to the Buyer until the
Buyer actually receives the goods at the point of delivery.

4.4 Terms of Payment MCCCD will issue a Purchase Order for purposes of invoicing and
payment. Each invoice will be itemized to reflect actual work completed and services provided for
the specific period being billed. Purchase Orders will be funded for a maximum of one fiscal year.
MCCCD reserves the right not to fund future years if funds are not available, or the contract is
terminated.

4.5 Right of Inspection The Buyer shall have the right to inspect the goods at delivery before
accepting them.

4.6 No Replacement of Defective Tender Every tender of goods must fully comply with all
provisions of the Purchase Order as to the time of delivery, quantity, quality, and the like. If a
tender is made which does not fully conform, it shall constitute a breach and the Supplier shall not
have the right to substitute a conforming tender.

4.7 Force Majeure Neither party shall be held responsible for any losses resulting if the fulfillment
of any terms or conditions of the Purchase Order which are delayed or prevented by any cause not
within the control of the party whose performance is interfered with and which, by the exercise of
reasonable diligence that party is unable to prevent.

4.8 Warranties In addition to any implied warranties, Supplier warrants that the goods furnished
will conform to the specifications, drawings and descriptions listed herein and to the sample or
samples furnished by the Supplier, if any. In the event of the conflict between the specifications,
drawings, and descriptions, the specifications shall govern.
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4.9 Assignment-Delegation No right or interest in the Purchase Order shall be assigned, or

delegation of any obligation made, by Supplier without the written permission of Buyer. Any
attempted assignment or delegation by Supplier shall be wholly void and totally ineffective for all
purposes unless made in conformity with this paragraph.

4.10 Interpretation-Parole Evidence The Purchase Order is intended by the parties as a final
expression of their agreement and is intended also as a complete and exclusive statement of the

terms of their agreement. No course of prior dealings between the parties and no usage of the trade
shall be relevant to supplement or explain any term used in the Purchase Order. Acceptance or
acquiescence in a course of performance rendered under this agreement shall not be relevant to
determine the meaning of the Purchase Order even though the accepting or acquiescing party has
knowledge of the nature of the performance and opportunity for objection. Whenever a term
defined by the Uniform Commercial Code is used in the Purchase Order, the definition contained in
the Code is to control.

4.11 Non-Discrimination Supplier agrees not to discriminate against any employee or applicant for
employment, in violation of the terms of Federal Executive Order 11246, State Executive Order 75-5
and A.R.S. Section 41-1461 et. seq.

4.12 Liens Supplier warrants that all goods delivered and labor performed under the Purchase
Order are free of all liens and encumbrances, and if Buyer requests, a document evidencing formal
release of all liens will be delivered to Buyer.

4.13 Excise Tax The Maricopa County Community College District is exempt from Federal Excise
Tax.

4.14. Use Tax The Maricopa County Community College District pays out-of-state use tax directly
to the State of Arizona.

4.15 Contflict of Interest The District may cancel this contract under A. R. S. Section 38-511 for a
violation of that statute.

4.16 Remedies and Applicable Law The Purchase Order shall be governed by, and Buyer and
Supplier shall have the remedies afforded each, by the Uniform Commercial Code as enacted by the
State of Arizona, except as otherwise provided herein. The Purchase Order shall be governed by
the law of the State of Arizona and suits pertaining to the purchase may be brought in the courts of
the State of Arizona.

4.17 Delivery/FOB Unless stated otherwise in this solicitation, all prices shall be F.O.B. Destination
and shall include all delivery and unloading at the destination identified in this solicitation.

4.18 FERPA If Supplier has access to students' educational records, Supplier shall limit its
employees' access to the records to those persons for whom access is essential to the performance of
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this contract. At all times during this contract, Supplier shall comply with the terms of the Family
Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974 in all respects. (20 U.S.C. § 1232¢g; 34 CFR Part 99).
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5. BID SPECIFICATIONS

IBOC DIGITAL FM (“HD RADIO™”) TRANSMISSION SYSTEM

Functional description

5.1.1 The HD Radio™ transmission system will be installed to serve as the primary
transmission system for radio station KBAQ.

5.1.2 Analog and HD Radio signals of the new transmission system shall pass through a single
transmitter with the combining occurring at low level within the exciter — a hybrid FM-
plus-digital transmission mode.

5.1.3 The new transmission system shall also be capable of amplifying an analog-only
transmission.

5.1.4 The HD Radio™ transmission system shall provide HD radio data and carriers, as well as
HD2 and HD3 audio and data streams, and shall all utilize components and software
manufactured and supported by the transmitter manufacturer.

5.1.5 The HD Radio™ transmission system shall employ an Exgine subsystem, allowing the
Exporter, Importer, and audio processing to be located at the studio site.

5.1.6 The transmission system shall be capable of operation with an analog RF power output of
at least 15,000 Watts, with a digital injection level of -20 dBc in hybrid mode. The transmission
system shall also accommodate an increased digital injection level of -10 dBc (IBOC of 10% of
analog) in hybrid mode, to a minimum of 8.8kW into a 1.2:1 VSWR.

Equipment description

5.2.1 One (1) each — solid state FM transmitter with integrated exciter and Exgine card, such as
the Nautel NV20HD or approved equal.

5.2.1.1 The transmitter shall be solid state, for operation in either conventional analog FM
or hybrid FM-plus-digital transmission modes without modification.

5.2.1.2 Optional HD Power Boost shall be available for later retrofit, to reduce peak
power required and increase transmitter efficiency through the use of intelligent
algorithms.

5.2.1.3 RF Power Output Range
Analog Mode: 600 W to 22,000 W into a 1.2 VSWR
600 W to 20,000 W into a 1.5 VSWR
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Hybrid Mode (-20 dB): 16,000 W Max Power into a 1.2 VSWR
15,000 W Max Power into a 1.5 VSWR

Hybrid Mode (-10 dB): 8,800 W Max Power into a 1.2 VSWR
8,200 W Max Power into a 1.5 VSWR

5.2.1.4 The transmitter shall provide 8 Broadband Hot Plug Power Modules for
redundant operation, each Power Module shall have a self-contained IPA
amplifier for maximum redundancy. Each Power Module shall have multiple
independent low volume cooling fans, tachometer monitored, and shall not be
dependant on a single blower cooling system.

5.2.1.5 The transmitter shall provide 6 Hot Plug Switching Power Supply Modules for
redundant operation.

5.2.1.6 The transmitter shall provide 2 IPA power supplies, configured to provide hot
backup.

5.2.1.7 RF Load VSWR: 1.5:1, automatic power reduction into higher VSWR.
5.2.1.8 The transmitter shall be protected from open and short circuits at all phase angles.

5.2.1.9 Asynchronous AM S/N Ratio: Better than 60 dB below reference carrier with 100%
amplitude modulation using 75 ps de-emphasis (no FM modulation present).

5.2.1.10 Synchronous AM S/N Ratio: Better than 50 dB below reference carrier with 100%
amplitude modulation using 75 us de-emphasis.

5.2.1.11 The transmitter shall provide a built-in Web server for remote access and
control. No external remote control needed.

5.2.1.12 The transmitter shall provide a built-in spectrum analyzer for monitoring of
analog and digital signals.
