8. The exercise of any rights or remedies by the procuring party shall be the

—.exclusive obligation.of such procuring party. '

9.  This agreement shall remain in effect until termination by either party. Either
party may terminate this agreement by giving 30 days written notice to the other party.

10.  This agreement shall take effect aficr execution by both parties.
